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As part of FHA's continuing efforts to streamline the mortgage origination process and be responsive to those lenders that originate FHA-insured mortgages, starting immediately the Department will allow purchasing sponsors to change sponsor identification numbers on most FHA insurance submissions.  Provided that the purchasing sponsor requesting the change is the entity that paid the upfront Mortgage Insurance Premium (MIP), that sponsor may use the FHA Connection to revise the appropriate data fields to correctly identify that it is the sponsor on the loan. (Cases that do not require upfront MIP will continue to be processed by the Home Ownership Centers (HOCs).)





The Department has determined that allowing purchasing sponsors to change the sponsor ID number in the FHA Connection will substantially reduce requests made for this change to the HOCs.  This will also allow sponsors to certify the loans in Ginnie Mae pools in a more timely manner.





The purchasing sponsor can perform this change on the Case Transfer screen from the Single Family Organization, Case Processing section of the FHA Connection.  Once the transaction has been processed, the purchasing sponsor will have the ability to modify the loan data as long as the case has not been endorsed.
