



PHA Preference Extended to Veterans


In a recent survey to provide data about the extent of the Veterans Preference offered by Public Housing Authorities around the country, HUD examined a sample of 60 housing authorities.  This sample consisted of the 10 largest housing authorities plus a statistically random sample of 50 housing authorities representative of all housing authorities which manage 500 or more units.  The survey included both  Housing Choice Vouchers along with public housing units.

Of the 757,903 units included in the survey, 269,628 (36%) offered a veterans preference.

Among the 331,446 public housing units, 114,393 (35%) offered a veterans preference.  Among the 426,457 Housing Choice Voucher units, 155,235 (36%) offered a veterans preference.


Data concerning the number of veteran tenants who are occupying public housing units and who hold Housing Choice Vouchers is anticipated later this year. 
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
