When changes occur in your household income
or family composition,
immediately contact your
property owner or manager to
determine if this will affect your
rental assistance.

Is Determined” which includes a listing of what is
included or excluded from income.

If the EIV report discloses income from a prior period
that you did not report, you have two options: 1)
you can agree with the EIV report if it is correct,

or 2) you can dispute the report if you believe it is
incorrect.

EIV has the capability to uncover cases of potential
identity theft; someone could be using your social
security number. If this is discovered, you must
notify the Social Security Administration by calling
them toll-free at 1-800-772-1213.
