Sample Successes:
The Maine Lead Action Project (MLAP) was recently successful in strengthening Maine's Lead Poisoning Control Act. The MLAP was primarily instrumental in awakening interest, drafting, submitting and strongly supported LD 2038, entitled "An Act To Amend the Maine Lead Poisoning Control Act." 
The legislation "requires the testing of blood lead levels for all children covered by the MaineCare (Medicaid) program at one and two years of age." Additionally, it also "requires the testing of blood lead levels of all children not covered by the MaineCare program at one and two years of age unless, in the professional judgment of the provider of primary health care, in conjunction with the use of the lead poisoning risk assessment tool, the child's level of risk does not warrant a blood lead level test." 

In addition, the MLAP has collaborated with an east coast bank to create and offer Maine residents and families a loan program to address the removal/reduction of lead hazards in their homes. 

The MLAP also funds (8) community-based organizations throughout the state to address the issue of lead poisoning within their communities. Each community coalition has been awarded a grant award from the MLAP to develop specific community-based, lead prevention/education interventions targeting low-to-moderate income, high-risk populations.

Locating stable funding resources to enable our organization to continue the prevention work we do. 

An additional barrier is the ability, as an advocacy organization, to work in tandem with the state agencies charged with preventing childhood lead poisoning in Maine. Also, outreach is significantly stymied by Maine's significant size and rural make-up.

Rita and her family lived in a house that she was able to keep lead safe by using basic cleaning measures such as the phosphate combination and by doing so, she was able to lower the lead levels in her daughter. Rita also tells of hearing the neighbors using a water blasting machine on their house (consequently, there were paint chips flying everywhere) and contacted the local health dept. on their behalf. The paint was tested positive for lead. The owners used a HEPA VAC for clean up and the family that moved in never developed any problems from lead. The neighbors on the other side of Rita were doing some sand blasting on their house. Rita warned them of the problems lead can create and she was instrumental in preventing a child from getting lead poisoned.
