ÅFour Rating Factors

ÅMaximum 100 points

ÅFactor 1 - Must receive 20 of 35 

ÅFactor 3 - Must receive 10 of 15

ÅOverall - Must receive at least 70



NAHBG Competitive Program 
Rating Factor 1

Capacity (35 points) 

This factor addresses the extent to 
which applicants have the organizational 
resources necessary to successfully 
implement the proposed activities.  
Applicants must receive a minimum of 
20 points under this factor.  HUD will not 
rate projects further that do not receive 
a minimum of 20 points under this 
factor.  



NAHBG Competitive Program 
Rating Factor 2

Soundness of Approach (35 points)

This factor addresses the quality 
and anticipated effectiveness of 
your proposed project,   its ability 
to address the goals of the 
Recovery Act, and the commitment 
to sustain your proposed project. 



NAHBG Competitive Program 
Rating Factor 3

Project Readiness (15 points)

Applicants must demonstrate that 
they have the ability to obligate 
and expend the IHBG competitive 
funds quickly.  Information should 
be provided related to actions 
already taken as well as 
timeframes for activities.

Rating Factor 4

Recovery Act Priorities (15 points) 

This factor addresses the extent to 
which applicants submit proposals 
that address the priorities for the 
Recovery Actôs competitive NAHBG 
program
