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Low-Income Leased Housing, Handbook cancelled as a requirement, but retained

as guidance to understanding and interpreting the regulations.
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This Handbook prescribes policies and procedures covering the leased

housing program, both Section 23 and Section 10(c), and also

provides some advisory material to assist Local Housing Authorities

to obtain and operate such housing.
