Instructions:  State and local participating jurisdictions (PJs) are eligible to apply for a Doorknocker Award for an outstanding HOME-funded project or program. Applications are submitted to the PJ’s local HUD Field Office representative who will conduct a general review and then pass the information on to HUD’s Office of Affordable Housing Programs for final selection of award winners. PJs may apply for more than one Doorknocker Award for more than one HOME project or program. If applying for more than one project or program, the PJ should fill out and submit a separate application for each one.

All applications must be received by the local HUD Field Office by no later than 4:00 p.m. local time on 11/19/04. Applications may be faxed, mailed or emailed to the Field Office. It is the responsibility of the PJ to confirm that the application was received by the Field Office representative before the due date. HUD may contact PJs to request additional information but reserves the right to reject incomplete applications.

Homeownership Programs are HOME-funded programs that either provide direct assistance to homebuyers or that develop new homeownership units.

Tenant-Based Rental Assistance Programs are HOME programs that provide a rental subsidy to individual families to assist them to afford a unit of their choosing.

Reaching Underserved Populations is related to specific PJ programs or projects that are designed to reach traditionally underserved groups, such as the Colonias, Native Americans, non-English speaking communities, or extremely low income populations.

Innovative Project Design or Architecture relates to the physical design and layout of the project.  The project might include innovative approaches to energy efficiency, architecture, “green” building or other unique building approaches.
Rural Housing Projects are those that are designed to meet the affordable housing needs of non-metropolitan areas.  The projects may be homeownership, rehabilitation, TBRA or rental.

Rental Housing Projects are those that are designed to meet the rental needs of low and very low income families.  PJs can apply for any type of HOME rental project. The projects may be large or only a few units and may be exclusively HOME or mixed income.
