Lets just jump right into the system. There are two foundational elements from which everything else in the system is built, Grantees and Grants. First, we’ll look at a grantee. Each grantee and participating jurisdiction will be able to view their organizational information, screen 1.3.2. Here you can see the profile, program year and program area information. This screen has been populated with dummy data, so none of this information tracks back to New York City but it gives you a pretty good idea about what the grantee/PJ record will look like.

Please note that we are not proposing to identify grantees and PJs by the Unit of Government Code or UOG code and UOG number. We are proposing to replace the UOG Code and UOG Number with the Tax Identification Number or TIN. The TIN is also known as the Employer Identification Number or EIN. We hope that this will not be a significant problem for grantees because the TIN has been required in LOCCS for grantees for many years and is also a required field on the SF 424. 

By making this change we will be able to remove a processing step between IDIS and LOCCS and eek out just a little bit of extra efficiency. 

Also, see the table at the bottom of the page, Program Area Information? This table exists for a very specific reason. Some of you may not be aware of this issue. But in the system today if a grantee/PJ is the lead entity of a HOME consortium then we put the word “Consortium” behind their name. This poses a bit of a problem when we want to generate reports. We have to filter out the word consortium whenever we generate a report for that organization for CDBG, ESG or HOPWA. By changing the system to allow for a common program name we will allow a consortium to be a consortium for HOME reports and something else for CDBG and potentially something completely different for ESG and HOPWA.
