PURPOSE

implementing provisions of the Quaity Housing and Work Responsibility Act of 1998
(QHWRA). Theact required that each PHA develop afive (5) year plan with a Satement
of itsmission, goals and objectives. QHWRA aso required PHA’ s to develop an annud
plan with a statement of housing needs of the lower income population in its community,
along with the strategies, policies and resources to be used in addressing those needs. The
gods and objectives of the five (5) year and annua plans are to be consstent with the
housing related objectivesidentified in the Consolidated Plan for Orange County. An integra
and essentia component of this rategic planning process is input from families currently

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participating in the Section 8 Program and our local community. Although Orange County,
Horidaisloca municipdity, the County’s Adminidgtration of a Certificate, VVoucher and
Housing Choice VVoucher Programs requires compliance with the requirements of the
QHWRA.

PROCESS

The Strategic Planning requirements of the QHWRA provided an opportunity for Orange
County to review the current Affordable Housing needs of our community and examine the
effectiveness of our existing Affordable Housing Initiatives. Severd externd and interna
stakeholders participated in our efforts to develop goas and objectives that will facilitate the
provison of housing for lower income familiesin Orange County. The goa's and objectives
identified in Orange County’ s five (5) year and annua plan are comprehensivein that, it dso
identifies other socid issues that adversdly impact the housing needs of lower income families,
The attached document represents the five (5) year and annud plans of the Orange County
Divisgon of Housng and Community Development.

OBSTACLES

Orange County will continue to grow rapidly in the upcoming years. It is projected that
Orange County will need 48,000 new Affordable Housing units by the year 2010. Orange
County’ s Consolidated Plan which is arequirement of the U.S. Department of HUD
provides a unified vison for community improvement activities. A review of the dataand
conclusons of Orange County’s Consolidated Plans has identified the following Affordable
Housing related obstacles:

1 Limited supply of housing for very low/low income families.

2. Limited availability and accessihility of affordable housing for ederly
and disabled.

3. Limited availability of rentd unitsfor very low/low income families

4, Limited avallability of homeownership opportunities for very low/low
income families.

In addition to data and conclusions contained in Orange County’ s Consolidated Plan, we
have identified the following additiona obstacles:

1 Increasing cost of Housing Development
2. Increasing Regulatory Fees
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Families participating in Orange County’ s Section 8 subsdized housing program experience
severd chdlengesthat are now housing related, that impact their ability to obtain suitable
housng. Some of these obstacles are as follows:

1 Below average credit score

2. Unemployment due to alack of job skills and job preparedness

3. Low wages

4, High leve of dependence on Federd Assstance.

Housing Needs

Like many other communities in Florida, Orange County has experienced
an enormous population growth in the past ten (10) years. It is estimated
that approximately 1,700 people move to Orange County every month.
Orange County’ s overwhelming population increase creates a high demand
for housing, in particular affordable housing. Additional challengesin
providing affordable housing, stem from Orange County’ s tourist based
economy and the lower wages paid by thisindustry. The economic
realities of atourism based economy are increasing job growth with
moderate wage growth and a growing increase in demand for housing with
limited income to meet housing expenses. The University of Florida's
Shimberg Center for Affordable Housing conducted a needs assessment
for affordable housing which concluded that by the year 2010 Orange
County will have a housing deficit of over 48,000 units affordable to
households earning less than $25,000 per year.
