Adopted 6-18-99 Effective IMMEDIATELY

The Quality Housing and Work Responsibility Act (QHWRA) of 1998 was
enacted October 21, 1998. From theinitial guidance of the QHWRA as
published in the Congressional Federal Register/VOL. 64, NO. 32/Thursday,
February 18, 1999, prohibits concentration of low-income familiesin public
housing (Deconcentration of Poverty). The act callsfor family income mixing.
With respect to income targeting (Section 513), the general ruleisthat in each
fiscal year, at least 40 percent of families admitted to the Dahlonega Housing
Authority (DHA) must have incomes that do not exceed 30 percent of area
median income, thus leaving 60 percent for families admitted to the DHA to be
over 30 percent of the area median income in relation to apartment size.

After analyzing the DHA housing stock and incomes, the Dahlonega Housing
Authority has deter mined, it does not encour age concentration of poverty, but it
encour ages income mixing. However, to meet uncertain future objectives, the
DHA has adopted skipping of a family on the waiting list, specifically to reach
another family with a lower or higher income as permissible by QHWRA
provided shipping familiesis consistent with site based waiting lists.

The above mentioned deconcentration policy will be incor porated into the DHA
admissions and continued occupancy policy.
