Summary and Annua Action Plan for FFY 1999 Consolidated Funds.

Executive Summary

The Consolidated Plan Executive Summary, prepared in April, 1999, reports that the housing
and community development needs of Georgians are:

Regardless of tenure, income or household size, the most common problem affecting all
households is cost burden. One in every four households pay &t least 30% of their income
for housing. Approximately 39% of these cost burdened households and 10% of all
households are severely cost burdened, devoting at least 50% of their income on housing
costs.

41% of al renters, compared to 22% of al homeowners, have at least one housing
problem.

40% of dl Georgia households are of low or moderate income. Housing problems affect
75% of dl extremdy low income households.

64% of dl ederly households are of low or moderate income, with the largest concentration
in the extremdy low income range. 30% of al smdl family households are of low or
moderate income. Cost burden isthe most significant problem affecting both ederly and
amdl family households. 42% of dl large family households are of low or moderate income.
Overcrowding is the most sgnificant concern of this household type.

Insufficient income is the Single largest barrier to affordable housing.
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Egtimates based on the age of housing indicate that 1.1 million housing unitsin Georgia may
contain lead-based paint. Some 127,000 low and moderate income households are at
high-risk of exposure to lead-based paint hazards such as chipping or peding paint and
dust.

The Housng and Community Development Stratepic Plan

Over five years the State anticipates providing assstance to put over 55,000 extremely low, low
and moderate income households in affordable housing free of overcrowded, structuraly
substandard conditions, with supportive services where appropriate for populations with specia
need.

The Consolidated Plan divides the Stat€' s priorities into two categories based on function:

@ priorities to directly benefit low and moderate income households and

(2) prioritiesto improve the production capacity of Georgia s affordable
housing providers.

Direct Benefit Priorities:

To increase the number of Georgia slow and moderate income households who
have obtained affordable, renta housing free of overcrowded and structuraly
substandard conditions.

To increase the number of Georgia s low and moderate income households who
have achieved and are maintaining homeownership free of overcrowded and
structuraly substandard conditions.

Strategic Plan Five-Y ear Objectives

The Strategic Plan estimates, based on resources expected to be available over a
five year period, that the State will provide the following benefits for low and
moderate income Georgians.

Rehabilitate or congtruct 5,505 affordable renta units

Provide rental assistance for 44,700 households

Assg 6,750 households to achieve or maintain homeownership in housing free of
overcrowded and structurally substandard conditions.
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Assg an average of 190 organizations annually to provide housing and supportive
services to the homeless.

Assg an average of 39 organizations annudly to provide housing and supportive
sarvices to Georgid s Speciad Need populations.

Public Housng Authorities

The Consolidated Plan Executive Summary provides the following comments relating to Public
Housing Authoritiesin Georgia

Public Housing Authorities implement alarge portion of Georgia s housing assistance effort.
Loca governments have created 202 PHAS, providing public housing. Seventeen PHAS offer
Section 8 rentd subsdies. PHAS utilize funds from public housing rent receipts, federd
subsidies from HUD, and proceeds from bond issues for some development costs.

Over 108,000 residents live in the 55,834 units of loca public housing available across Georgia

No public housing authorities are operated by the State. Therefore, the State has not
developed a plan to encourage public housing residents to become more involved in the public
housing management or to become owners of their units. However, the State encourages
individua PHAs to develop such aplan with resdents. The State dso continues to encourage
within its programs the trangition of public housing resdents into private housing living Situations.

Action Plan For SFY 2000

The following activities are extracted from the State of Georgia Annua Action Plan for FFY
1999 Consolidated Funds, an Update to the State’'s FFY 1995 Consolidated Plan. The
Update was prepared in April, 1999.
