The Housing Authority of Williamsburg will continue to partnership with the Williamsburg
Independent School system, Whitley County Communities for Children, Regional Drug Prevention Center, Cumberland College, and the
University of Kentucky County Extension Dept. for programs that provide both young people and adults the knowledge and skills they
need to make informed decisionsto confront the potential and immediate dangers of illegal drugs.
