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G. DE-CONCENTRATION OF POVERTY AND INCOME-MIXING

The PHA’s admission policy is designed to provide for de-concentration of poverty and
income-mixing by bringing higher income tenants into lower income projects and lower
income tenants into higher income projects.

Gross annua income is used for income limits at admission and for income-mixing
purposes.

Skipping of afamily on the waiting list specifically to reach another family with alower or
higher income is not to be considered an adverse action to the family. Such skipping will
be uniformly applied until the target threshold is met.

The PHA will gather data and analyze at least annualy, the tenant characteristics of
its public housing stock, including information regarding tenant incomes, to assist in
the PHA's de-concentration efforts.

The PHA will use the gathered tenant incomes information in its assessment of its public
housing developments to determine the appropriate designation to be assigned to the
project for the purpose of assisting the PHA in its de-concentration goals.

If the PHA’s annual review of tenant incomes indicates that there has been a
significant change in the tenant income characteristics of a particular project, the
PHA will evaluate the changes to deter mine whether, based on the PHA methodology
of choice, the project needs to be re-designated as a higher or lower income project
or whether the PHA has met the de-concentration goals and the project needs no
particular designation.

Skipping of families for de-concentration purposes will be applied uniformly to all
families.

When selecting applicant families and assigning transfers for a designated project the
PHA will determine whether the selection of the family will contribute to the PHA’s
de-concentration goals.

The PHA will not select families for a particular project if the selection will have a
negative effect on the PHA’s de-concentration goals. However, if there are
insufficient families on the waiting list or transfer list, under no circumstances will a
unit remain vacant longer than necessary.

Method No. 1 — Aggregate Average Method

The PHA will review the annual resident income of all family sites and usng
theincomes of all familiesin the targeted developments as a baseline, determine
the average income of all of itsresident families.

The PHA will designate higher income developments those with average
income above the aggr egate aver age.

The PHA will designate lower income developments those with average
income

PHA Incentivesfor Higher |ncome Families

The PHA will offer certain incentives to higher income families willing to move into
lower income projects. The PHA will not take any adverse action against any higher
income family declining an offer by the PHA to move into alower income project.

In addition to maintaining its public housing stock in a manner that is safe, clean, well
landscaped and attractive, the PHA will offer the following incentives for higher income
families moving into lower income projects:
