This policy will not
interfere with the use of site-based waiting list.

Not less than 40% of new families will have incomes at or below 30% of the area median income.

Fundability will be allowed only to the extent that relatively higher income families move into public housing
units in census tracts having a poverty rate of at least 30%.

Definition of “ Substantial Deviation” and
“Significant Amendment or Modification”

The Fairmont Housing Authority, to meet the requirement of Final Rule 903.7(r),
pertaining to “Substantial Deviation”” and *“Significant Amendment or Modification,”
offers the following:

1. Changes to rent or admissions policies or organization of the waiting list.

2. Additions of non-emergency work items (items not included in the current Annual
Statement or 5-Year Action Plan) or change in use of replacement reserve funds
under the Capital Fund.

3. Additions of new activities not included in the current PHDEP Plan.

4. Any change with regard to demolition or disposition, designation, homeownership
programs or conversion activities.

An exception to this definition will be made for any of the above that are adopted to
reflect changes in HUD regulatory requirements offered by HUD.
