We have adopted an aggressive screening policy for public housing to ensure to the best of
our ability that new admissions will be good neighbors.

We have implemented a HUD compliant de-concentration policy.
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Applicants will be selected from waiting list by preference and in order of the date and time
they applied.

We have set flat rents based on a review of fair market rents with an adjustment to that
formula.

In summary, we plan to improve our housing conditions while at the same time implement all of
the mandates of Section 511 of the Quality Housing and Work Responsibility Act of 1998 and all
of the applicable HUD requirements.

Assistive
animals are allowed in all public housing facilities with no restrictions other than those imposed
on all tenants to maintain their units and associated facilities in a decent, safe, and sanitary
manner and to refrain from disturbing their neighbors.

PETS

The Housing Authority will allow for pet ownership in projects or buildings designated for use by
elderly and/or disabled families.

Approval

Residents must have the prior approval of the Housing Authority before moving a pet into their
unit. Residents must request approval on the Authorization for Pet Ownership Form that must be
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=

fully completed before the Housing Authority will approve the request. All residents must provide
proof of a valid insurance policy that will completely indemnify the Housing Authority from any
actions brought as a result of any activity or effect by the resident’s pet.

Types and Number of Pets

The Housing Authority will allow only domesticated dogs, cats, birds, and fish in aquariums in
units. All dogs and cats must be neutered.

Any resident who owns or keeps a pet in their dwelling unit will be required to pay for any
damages caused by the pet. Also, any pet-related insect infestation in the pet owner's unit will be
the financial responsibility of the pet owner and the Housing Authority reserves the right to
exterminate and charge the resident.

Nuisance or Threat to Health or Safety

The pet and its living quarters must be maintained in a manner to prevent odors and any other
unsanitary conditionsin the owner's unit and surrounding areas.

Repeated substantiated complaints by neighbors or Housing Authority personnel regarding pets
disturbing the peace of neighbors through noise, odor, animal waste, or other nuisance will result
in the owner having to remove the pet or move hinvher self.

Pets must be kept in the owner's apartment or on a leash at all times when outside (no outdoor
cages may be constructed). Pets will be allowed only in designated areas on the grounds of the
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projects. Pet owners must clean up after their pets and are responsible for disposing of pet
waste.

That has disability assstance expenses that are less than 3% of annua
income, an alowance for combined disability assstance expenses and medica
expensesthat is equd to the totd of these expenses less 3% of annud income.
