This Executive Summary contains a brief overview of the information that the
PHA is submitting in its Annual Plan, and relates the Annual Plan programs and
activities to the PHA’s mission and goals as described in the 5-year plan. The fina Plan
was prepared in collaboration with a Resident Advisory Board comprised of public
housing and section 8 participants. Their participation and comments are documented
in Attachment C. A draft of this plan was made available for public comment on
October 1, 1999. A hearing was held by the Board of Commissioners to obtain public
comment on November 15, 1999. This fina Agency Plan was approved by the Board
of Commissioners on November 17, 1999 and approved by HUD (as submitted/revised)
effective February 15, 2000.

The Hocking Metropolitan Housing Authority (HMHA) is a small, metropolitan
housing authority serving the housing needs of lower, very low, and extremely low-
income families within Hocking County, Ohio. Hocking County has a population of
approximately 28,750 persons and the City of Logan, where the housing agency is
located, has a population of approximately 7,300. HMHA is a high performing housing
authority that provides 163 units of public housing and 275 units of tenant based
assistance. Based on these factors, this document provides a response to a streamlined
range of sections included in an Annua Plan submission as specified in the Table of
Contents.  In this regard, we are deferring decisions for implementing community
service requirements and will be revising our pet ownership rules upon HUD issuance
of its fina rules. HMHA'’s plan for voluntary and involuntary conversion of public
housing stock, in accordance with QHWRA sections 22 and 33, is deferred until 2001.

Our Housing Needs analysis in conjunction with the provisions set out in the
Quality Housing and Work Responsibility Act (QHWRA) provides the basis for our
Agency Plan (i.e, 5year and Annual Plan). The needs anadysis relied heavily on the
Comprehensive Housing Improvement Strategy for the County of Hocking and City of
L ogan that was submitted to the State of Ohio in 1994 and the annual updated plan for
1998. The housing needs analysis also relied on the Consolidated Plan for the State of
Ohio for Fiscal Year 1999. The housing needs analysis also included a summary of the
needs analysis is presented in the next paragraphs.

Approximately 40% of the 9,343 households in Hocking County are low-
moderate income. Approximately 45% of the 2,761 households in Logan are low-
moderate income. Renter households account for approximately 24% of total
households in the County and 37.1% of total households in the city of Logan. As
demonstrated in the housing needs tables presented in Section 1 of the Annua Plan,
over 1,800 renters in Hocking County, or 20%, have a great cost burden, defined as
paying over 30% of income for gross income. In 1994, 7% of Hocking County of
renter households were paying more than 35% of their income for gross rent. By
contrast, 12% of renter households in Logan were paying more than 35% of their
income for gross rent. The median gross rent for the area served is approximately $311
and the median income for the area is approximately $22,785 for the county and
$20,024 for Logan.

The three most serious housing issues for Hocking County are affordability,
supply and quality. Rental housing is a great demand in the County, particularly in
Logan. The result is that there is a constant pipeline of Section 8 certificate/voucher
holders searching for affordable units in the county and there is no Section 8 waiting
list. About 12% of the County’s elderly pay more than 35% of their income towards
gross rent and about 14% of Logan's elderly pay more than 35% of their income
towards gross rent. Elderly and disabled renters, much like the rest of the renter
population, have difficulty in locating affordable rental units within the county.

Impediments to fair housing were also considered in our assessment of
housing needs. In this regard HMHA has prepared a strategy to align its programs to
address identified impediments. (See Attachment D)

Financial Resources are estimated at about $2.4 million to serve the housing
needs of Hocking County for FY 2000. The majority of these funds are used to serve
eligible families and maintain its public housing stock within Logan.

HMHA will use approximately $ 1 million to provide housing subsidies to
gigible families. Of that amount about $ 215,000 is used for public housing subsidy
and $ 800,000 is used for assisted housing subsidies. Another $ 280,000 in rent
payments are collected annually from public housing families.
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We expect to spend $ 328,000 to provide homeownership assistance to eligible
families through HMHA non profit subsidiary, HHM. There are approximately
$ 422,000 unobligated funds available for modernization purposes from CIAP.

Policies on Eligibility, Selection and Admissions are detailed in Section 3 of the
Annua Plan. They are based on our analysis of community needs and requirements of
the Quality Housing and Work Responsibility Act (QHWRA) of 1998. Initiatives
include income targeting of households earning more than 30% AMI for public housing
deconcentration purposes. The Authority’s Admissions Policy for Deconcentration is
contained as part of this document as Attachment A. HMHA plans to attain or surpass
the QHWRA income targeting requirements of ensuring that 40% of new public
housing occupancy and 75% of Section 8 new admissions will be given to families with
incomes at or below 30% of the average median income for the jurisdiction.

Rent Determination Policies for the Public Housing and Section 8 program
have been revised to meet the requirements of QHWRA. HMHA has revised its
minimum rent policy to include the QHWRA's hardship clause. Thiswill aign it public
housing and section 8 program minimum rent policy. The Authority is developing its
flat rent policy, utilizing the Rent Reasonableness study for Section 8. The Authority
will implement exemptions from adjusted income determination for employment and
increases in earned income. The Voucher payment standard has been increased to
110% of the fair market rent. It is important to point out that the “shoppers incentive’
for the voucher program has been eliminated by QHWRA.

Hocking Metropolitan Housing Authority is a high performing agency and is
not required to complete Section 5., Operations and Management.

Hocking Metropolitan Housing Authority is a high performing agency and is
not required to complete Section 6, Grievance Procedures.

Capital Improvement Needs for the Authority’s public housing stock address
both the annual and long term modernization plan to provide safe and decent public
housing for dligible families HMHA utilizes CIAP funds for public housing
modernization efforts. HMHA does not plan to pursue HOPE VI revitalization grants.

HMHA does not plan on pursuing any Demolition and Disposition activities.

Designation of Public Housing. HMHA does not have any designated
developments.

The Homeownership Program offered to eligible families is operated through
the non-profit subsidiary of HMHA, Hocking Housing Management. The program, has
been in operation since 1994. HMHA supplements the program by sponsoring 12
families per year for homeownership courses.
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High performing agencies are not required to complete the Community Service
and Self Sufficiency Programs segment of the annual plan.

High performing agencies that are not participating in PHDEP are not required
to complete the Crime and Safety segment of the annual plan.

A policy for Pet Ownership is a QHWRA requirement. The submission of a pet
ownership policy is not required for January fiscal year authorities and therefore is not
addressed in this Agency Plan.

Civil Rights Certification isincluded with HMHA Plan Certifications.

HMHA Annual Audit of the period ended December 31, 1998 is complete and
isavailable for public review. There were no audit findings.

Deconcentration Policy for Public Housing Admissions
The Hocking Metropolitan Housing Authority will establish a policy on
deconcentration in Public Housing. The policy will be in compliance with Section 513
if the Quality Housing and Work Responsibility Act of 1998, which amended section 16
of the 1937 Housing Act to alow public housing agencies to establish and utilize
income mixing criteria for the selection of residents for dwelling units in the public
housing projects to meet deconcentration objectives.

The policy established will be based on the analysis of deconcentration and income
mixing within the family public housing units at HMHA. Hocking Metropolitan
Housing Authority has established policies related to deconcentration by providing
applicants to public housing preference points based on the level of income. The
establishment of such a policy was to deconcentrate and income mix public housing
developments. The next step in the development of the Deconcentration Policy isto
analyze the income of the family development, utilizing the methodology detailed in the
fina rule of the Public Housing Agency Plan. The analysiswill serve as abaseline
measurement to ensure that the deconcentration efforts are successful.
