WHEREAS, the Admissions and Continued Occupancy Plan, Section |, Background and
Adminigration of Programs is amended to include the following:

The Housing Authority of Fort Mill shall endeavor to maintain a
crosssection of income in its public housng communities by
deconcentration of families with incomes below 30% of the area
median income and make every effort to meet requirements for
income mixing. The Housing Authority of Fort Mill shall continually
examine and maintain records that compare relative tenant incomes
in each community to ensure deconcentration of poverty. Offers of
housing for all new admissions will be made based upon the relative
mix of the community’s current population.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of Commissoners of the
Housing Authority of Fort Mill, South Cardlina that the Admissions and Continued
Occupancy Policy be amended as stated, in order to comply with the Quality Housing and
Work Responsibility Act of 1998, Section 513 of the Act.
