>We have developed a deconcentration policy as required by the Quality Housing and Responsibility
Work Act of 1998. This policy will be incorporated as part of our Admissions and Continued
Occupancy Policy (ACOP) and Section 8 Administrative Plan.
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>Applicants will be selected from the waiting list by preference and in order of the date and time they
applied.

>\We have established a minimum rent of $50 for residents of Public Housing.

>We have established Ceiling Rents for Public Housing.

>We are encouraging Public Housing residents and Section 8 participants to participate in our Family
Self-Sufficiency (FSS) Program.

>We are developing a Strategic Plan for all Public Housing complexes.
