MORE OF THE DEVELOPMENTS.

IT WILL BE THE GOAL OF THIS AUTHORITY NOT TO HOUSE

TO MEET THE GOALS ESTABLISHED BY THIS AUTHORITY AND

MAY BECOME NECESSARY AT TIMES TO SKIP OVER 
FAMILIES ON THE WAITING LIST, IN ORDER TO MEET THE
