Common household pets for the purpose of the Bristol Housing Authority shall be defined as “domesticated” birds, or fish and are defined as follows:

BIRDS:
A maximum of two birds may be permitted. Birds shall be confined to an appropriate cage or container. Such birds may be removed from its cage
while the inside the owner’s apartment for the purpose of handling, but shall not generally be unrestrained.

FISH: The number of fish shall not exceed the capacity of a 20-gallon tank.

Pet owners shall maintain their pets in such a manner as to prevent any damage to their unit, yard or common areas of the community in which they
live. The pets shall be maintained so as not to be a nuisance or a threat to the health or safety of neighbors, BHA employees, or the public.

Each pet owner shall be fully responsible for the care of the pet, including proper disposal of pet wastes in a safe and sanitary manner. All animal
waste to be disposed of by the resident in sealed plastic bags and placed in the resident’s own trash bin or BHA Dumpster. If we are required to
dispose of any waste left by a pet the tenant will be charged $50.00 for the removal of waste. Improper disposal of pet waste is a lease violation and
may be grounds for termination.

No visitor shall bring any pet into any BHA family property. Pet visitors will be allowed at Elderly / handicapped housing sites, i.e., Gaylord Towers,
John F. Kennedy Apartments, Bonnie Acres, Bonnie Acres Extension, and Mt. Laurel Manor but does not include over night visitors.

All pets shall be registered with the Bristol Housing Authority Administrative Office immediately or no longer than five (5) days following their
moving into the community. Registration shall consist of providing:

If a resident cannot care for their pet due to an illness, absence, or death, and no other person can be found to care for the pet, after 24-hours have
elapsed the tenant hereby gives permission for the pet to be released to the Humane Society/Animal Control, in accordance with their procedures. In
no case shall BHA incur any costs or liability for the care of a pet or placing it in the care of another individual.
Pet owner is to provide the name, address and phone number of one or more persons who will care for the pet if you are unable to do so. This
information will be updated annually at time of re-certification.

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Any litigation resulting from actions by pets shall be the sole responsibility of the pet owner. The pet owner agrees to indemnify and hold harmless
the BHA from all claims, causes of action damages or expenses, including attorney’s fees, resulting from the action or the activities of his or her pet.

NOTE: This policy is an agreement between the head of the household and the Bristol
Housing Authority ________and needs to be signed only if a pet is in the household. Initial

As head of household, I have read the Pet Policy as written above and understand these provisions. I agree to abide by these provisions fully and
understand that permission will be revoked if I fail to do so. Failure to comply with any part of the above and/or to take corrective action after
sufficient notice of the violation shall be cause for termination of the lease or removal of pet(s) from BHA property. I have received a copy of this
policy.

Residents who have previously registered their pets in accordance with their lease provision are exempt from this policy. Residents who previously
have registered pets under this exemption will be allowed to replace their pet of the same breed and only be a cat or dog. BHA will not be
responsible for any claims for injuries related to tenants’ pets.

BHA reserves
the right to notify the veterinarian and/or emergency pet caretakers that they have been designated as such and to verify their willingness to act as
such.

The issues which had the greatest impact at the Resident Advisory and Board Meetings 
were: 
♦ Security deposit 
♦ Pet Policy 
♦ Changes to the existing lease. 
 
The concern over having to pay a security deposit for current residents living in BHA 
federal senior/young disabled housing was great.  Residents expressed an overwhelming 
disagreement with this proposed new policy.   Losses are minimal other than a few 
isolated cases, it was therefore recommended not having a security deposit for current 
senior/young disabled residents.  Residents whose lease included the security deposit 
requirement at the time they moved in, will continue.  BHA will pay interest on that 
security deposit annually upon their request in writing or at termination of lease. 
 
Elderly/young disabled residents had strong feelings concerning the proposed changes to 
the pet policy.    Discussions relating to whether a person should be allowed to replace a 
pet if it dies, under a grandfather provision, varied according to site.  
 

Gaylord Towers residents - 10 out of 42 wanted to replace pets 
 JFK Apartments residents – 5 out of 33 wanted to replace pets 
 Bonnie Acres residents – 28 out of 50 wanted to replace pets 
 Laurel Manor residents -   15 out of 18 wanted to replace pets 
 
Based on these panels, it was decided that owners of pets in elderly/handicapped/young 
disabled housing who have a registered pet prior to adoption of the Pet Policy can 
maintain as well as replace such pet.   
 
Changes in the lease included reduction in time to begin the eviction process, community 
service requirement, pet policy, and a flat rent option.

Revised Pet Policy 
 

Regulation governing acceptance of pets 

Common household pets for the purpose of the Bristol Housing Authority shall be defined as 
“domesticated” birds, or fish and are defined as follows: 
 
BIRDS: 
A maximum of two birds may be permitted.  Birds shall be confined to an appropriate cage or container. 
Such birds may be removed from its cage while the inside the owner’s apartment for the purpose of 
handling, but shall not generally be unrestrained. 
 
FISH: The number of fish shall not exceed the capacity of a 20-gallon tank. 
 
Pet owners shall maintain their pets in such a manner as to prevent any damage to their unit, yard or 
common areas of the community in which they live. The pets shall be maintained so as not to be a 
nuisance or a threat to the health or safety of neighbors, BHA employees, or the public. 
 
Each pet owner shall be fully responsible for the care of the pet, including proper disposal of pet wastes in 
a safe and sanitary manner. All animal waste to be disposed of by the resident in sealed plastic bags and 
placed in the resident’s own trash bin or BHA Dumpster. If we are required to dispose of any waste left 
by a pet the tenant will be charged $50.00 for the removal of waste. Improper disposal of pet waste is a 
lease violation and may be grounds for termination.

No visitor shall bring any pet into any BHA family property.  Pet visitors will be allowed at 
Elderly / handicapped housing sites, i.e., Gaylord Towers, John F. Kennedy Apartments, Bonnie Acres, 
Bonnie Acres Extension, and Mt. Laurel Manor but does not include over night visitors. 

All pets shall be registered with the Bristol Housing Authority Administrative Office immediately or no 
longer than five (5) days following their moving into the community. Registration shall consist of 
providing: 
 
If a resident cannot care for their pet due to an illness, absence, or death, and no other person can be 

found to care for the pet, after 24-hours have elapsed the tenant hereby gives permission for the pet to be 
released to the Humane Society/Animal Control, in accordance with their procedures.  In no case shall 
BHA incur any costs or liability for the care of a pet or placing it in the care of another individual. 
 
Pet owner is to provide the name, address and phone number of one or more persons who will care for 
the pet if you are unable to do so. This information will be updated annually at time of re-certification.

Any litigation resulting from actions by pets shall be the sole responsibility of the pet owner. The pet 
owner agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the BHA from all claims, causes of action damages or 
expenses, including attorney’s fees, resulting from the action or the activities of his or her pet. 
 
NOTE: This policy is an agreement between the head of the household and the Bristol Housing Authority 

________and needs to be signed only if a pet is in the household. 
 Initial 
 
As head of household, I have read the Pet Policy as written above and understand these provisions. I agree 
to abide by these provisions fully and understand that permission will be revoked if I fail to do so. Failure 
to comply with any part of the above and/or to take corrective action after sufficient notice of the 
violation shall be cause for termination of the lease or removal of pet(s) from BHA property. I have 
received a copy of this policy. 
 
Residents who have previously registered their pets in accordance with their lease provision are exempt 
from this policy.  Residents who previously have registered pets under this exemption will be allowed to 
replace their pet of the same breed and only be a cat or dog.  BHA will not be responsible for any 
claims for injuries related to tenants’ pets.

Tenant shall provide the following information and promptly notify Housing Management staff at the 
BHA in writing of any changes. BHA reserves the right to notify the veterinarian and/or emergency pet 
caretakers that they have been designated as such and to verify their willingness to act as such.
