Comments From RAB

The Housing Authority received comments from three of the five members 
who serve on the RAB.  The comments were as follows:

Marie Patrick – Public Housing Comments: a more stringent screening 
process and grounds revitalization would be beneficial.  Also the program 
merits expansion. Section 8 and FSS Comments:  The Housing Authority 
should continue its great efforts and if possible, look to expand both 
programs.

Betty Cardenas – Public Housing Comments:  The Housing Authority 
should look at expanding the funded public housing homeownership 
program, selling refurbished “project” housing and then replacing it with 
new rental units.  Section 8 Comments: For future plans, the Housing 
Authority should take a look at administering a Voucher Homeownership 
Program. PHDEP Comments: Was interested in knowing how the 
performance indicator “illegal criminal activity committed by youth”  was 
measured.

Raymond Martinez – Public Housing Comments: More money should be 
allocated to the three housing neighborhoods for safety and security issues. 
Would like to see more input from the residents in respect to the PHDEP 
grant. The PHDEP funds should be allocated to each housing neighborhood 
based on size to supply them with resources and/or activities needed in that 
specific neighborhood.  The PHDEP Program has been beneficial to the 
youth in the housing neighborhoods, but the concerns of the older 
individuals should also be addressed. The maintenance department is short 
staffed and overloaded. Would like to see this issue addressed and fixed as 
soon as possible.  Is very interested in becoming involved with the sales of 
the public housing units.
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PHA Response

Marie Patrick:  The Housing Authority is currently working on 
strengthening its screening process.  There are currently 20 additional 
public housing units being built in two of the three housing neighborhoods 
in an effort to replace the units being sold. The Housing Authority has also 
applied for additional Housing Choice Vouchers in an effort to expand its 
Section 8 Program.

Betty Cardenas:  The Housing Authority has reviewed the Voucher 
Homeownership Program regulations and is questioning if the program 
would be viable in Santa Fe County because the cost of purchasing a home 
is extremely high.  However, the Housing Authority will revisit this issue in 
the near future.  The Housing Authority is planning to expand the public 
housing homeownership program by renovating existing units and selling 
them over time.  “Illegal criminal activity committed by youth in the 
housing neighborhoods” is measured by tracking police calls and reports, 
complaints, and documentation kept in Housing Authority’s files.

Raymond Martinez: The Housing Authority is in the process of looking at 
implementing resident patrols in the three housing neighborhoods to address 
the issues of security and safety. Meetings with local law enforcement are 
also ongoing in an effort to address this concern. For future funding cycles 
of the PHDEP grant, residents will be polled on what they would like to see
the funds allocated for. This had been a standard practice in past years, but 
the residents were not very vocal as to how the funds were spent with the 
exception of wanting to keep the youth centers funded.  
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Required Attachment H: Statement of Progress in Meeting the 5 Year 
Plan Mission and Goals

The HA continues to work diligently toward meeting its 5-year goals and 
objectives. 

The HA is in the process of completing the construction of 40 units in order 
to increase the availability of decent, safe and affordable housing. The HA 
has provided homeownership opportunities to its clients and currently has 
five public housing and six new construction units under contract to be sold.  
Several of these units are being sold to public housing, Section 8 and FSS 
participants. 

The HA is also working towards improving aspects of maintenance work-
orders and vacancies by re-visiting/amending existing policies and 
procedures. In addition, the HA has decreased its tenant’s accounts 
receivable substantially.  Staff continues to attend training in an effort to 
improve communication skills and customer relations. Furthermore, a 
customer service policy will be created and implemented later this year in an 
effort to achieve this goal.  

The HA has implemented its Public Housing FSS Program and has signed 
up several families. Working closely with the FSS Advisory Committee has 
enabled the HA to access a variety of supportive services for the public 
housing residents and FSS participants. 
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
