The Housing Authority of Raleigh County has prepared this Agency Plan in 
compliance with Section 511 of the Quality Housing and Work Responsibility Act
of 1998 and the ensuing U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development 
regulations.

The following Mission Statement has been adopted to guide the Housing Authority’s 
activities:

The mission of the Housing Authority of Raleigh County is to assist low 
income, very low income, and extremely low income families obtain safe, 
decent and affordable rental housing, primarily through the administration of 
the Housing Choice Voucher Program, the Public Housing Program, and the 
Section 8 Moderate Rehabilitation Program.  The Housing Authority is 
committed to operating its programs in an efficient, ethical and professional 
manner.  The Raleigh County Housing Authority will, as much as possible, 
assist families as they strive to achieve self-sufficiency through the creation and 
maintenance of partnerships with its clients and appropriate community 
agencies and organizations.

The Raleigh County Housing Authority has adopted the following goals and objectives 
for the next five years:

GOAL 1 – MANAGEMENT 
Manage the Raleigh County Housing Authority’s public housing program in an 
efficient, effective, professional and progressive manner, with the goal being to
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qualify as a U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development-designated “High 
Performer.”

Objectives
1. HUD shall recognize the Raleigh County Housing Authority as a high-

performing public housing agency each year.

2. The Raleigh County Housing Authority shall make its public housing 
developments more marketable to all applicable and qualified populations in 
the area by continuing to improve the physical condition, resident services, 
resident satisfaction, and manner of management.

3. The Raleigh County Housing Authority will encourage and promote a 
motivated work environment with capable and efficient employees who will 
operate in a courteous and customer-friendly manner.

4. By June 30, 2002, the Raleigh County Housing Authority will have a waiting 
list of sufficient size so that its public housing units can be reoccupied within 
21 days of the units becoming vacant.

GOAL 2 – MARKETABILITY
Enhance the marketability of the Raleigh County Housing Authority’s two public 
housing developments.

Objectives
1. The Raleigh County Housing Authority shall achieve a level of customer 

satisfaction that gives the agency the highest score possible in this element of 
the Public Housing Assessment System.

2. The Raleigh County Housing Authority will remove all graffiti within 24 hours 
of discovering it.

3. The Raleigh County Housing Authority will achieve proper curb appeal for its 
public housing developments by improving the landscaping by June 30, 2002.

4. The Raleigh County Housing Authority will continue to seek federal funding 
for the modernization of its properties.
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GOAL  3 – SECURITY
Provide a safe and secure environment in the Raleigh County Housing Authority’s 
public housing developments.

Objectives
1. The Raleigh County Housing Authority will improve communications with the 

jurisdictions’ police forces to receive expedient reports of crime at its public 
housing communities.

2. The Raleigh County Housing Authority will continue its efforts to have one 
active duty police officer residing in each of its public housing communities.

3. The Raleigh County Housing Authority shall reduce its evictions due to use or 
possession of illegal drugs and for other criminal activities by 20% by June 30, 
2002 through aggressive applicant screening and education programs for adults 
and youth.

4. The Raleigh County Housing Authority will continue to maintain and monitor 
its security cameras in its public housing communities.

5. The Raleigh County Housing Authority will continue to work with residents 
and appropriate law enforcement agencies to establish an officially recognized 
“Neighborhood Crime Watch.”

GOAL 4 – TENANT-BASED HOUSING
Expand the range and quality of housing choices and programs available to 
participants in the Raleigh County Housing Authority’s tenant-based rental assistance 
programs.

Objectives
1. The Raleigh County Housing Authority will establish a program to assist 

qualified and interested persons use its tenant-based rental assistance program 
to become homeowners by June 30, 2002.

2. The Raleigh County Housing Authority will achieve a utilization rate of 98% in 
its tenant-based program by June 30, 2003.

3. The Raleigh County Housing authority will implement an outreach program to 
attract new landlords to participate in its rental assistance programs by June 30, 
2002.

4. The Raleigh County Housing Authority will seek additional Housing Choice 
Vouchers should they become available.
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5. The Raleigh County Housing Authority will aggressively seek additional types 
of federal assistance for any new rental or homeownership programs that may 
be offered during the next five years in order to expand the range of housing 
choices.

GOAL 5 – FISCAL RESPONSIBILITY
Ensure full compliance with all applicable standards and regulations, including 
governmental generally accepted accounting practices.

Objectives
1. The Raleigh County Housing Authority shall operate so that its income exceeds 

expenses every year.

2. The Raleigh County Housing Authority will step up its anti-fraud efforts by 
June 30, 2002.

3. The Raleigh County Housing Authority will maintain its current level of public 
housing operating costs for three years despite inflation.

The Raleigh County Housing Authority’s Agency Plan is based on the premise that if 
its goals and objectives are accomplished, the agency will be working towards the 
achievement of its mission, as outlined previously.

The plans, statements, budget summary, policies, etc., set forth in the Annual Plan all 
lead towards the accomplishment of the Housing Authority’s goals and objectives.  
Taken as a whole, they outline a comprehensive approach towards the Housing 
Authority’s goals and objectives and are consistent with West Virginia’s Consolidated 
Plan.  Among the highlights of the Plan:

The Raleigh County Housing Authority has:

� Established flat rents at its public housing developments
� Eliminated minimum rent requirements
� Adopted a public housing screening process to increase

safety and security in its developments
� Laid the groundwork for the implementation of a Voucher

Homeownership Program
� Upgraded Payment Standards for the Voucher Program to

mirror Fair Market Rents

In conclusion, the Raleigh County Housing Authority is on a course to better assist 
eligible families throughout its jurisdiction, and will do so in a financially sound and 
prudent manner.

for 8 hours per month; or (3) perform 8 hours per month of combined activities 
specified in numbers (1) and (2).  Exempt individuals are those who are (1) 62 years of 
age or older; (2) blind or disabled (with qualifications, including meeting the definition 
under the Social Security Act; (3) engaged in work activities; and (4) those meeting 
other requirements specified in the policy.

At the signing of the Lease and at each annual re-examination, the Housing Authority 
will furnish the resident with written notification of the service requirement and the 
process for claiming status as an exempt person.  Family compliance will be reviewed 
by the Housing Authority at least 30 days before the end of the Lease term.  If the 
housing authority determines a family member is not in compliance, it will furnish the 
resident a written notice of noncompliance (1) describing the noncompliance including 
the amount of hours owed; (2) informing the family the housing authority will not 
renew the least at the end of the lease term unless the resident and any other 
noncompliant resident enter into a written agreement to correct such noncompliance; 
and (3) informing the resident they may request a grievance hearing.

CUSTOMER SERVICE AND SATISFACTION SURVEY
FOLLOW-UP PLAN

As required by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development, this attachment 
shall address HUD’s Customer Service and Satisfaction Survey and the results of that 
survey.  HUD requires the PHA to develop a Resident Survey Follow-Up Plan detailing 
corrective actions to address problem areas identified by aggregate survey results.  A 
follow-up plan is required for any section that receives a score below 75%.

A survey of residents residing in Raleigh County Housing Authority public housing 
developments produced overall satisfaction percentages in the five surveyed areas as 
follows:

1. Maintenance and Repair: 85.9%
2. Communication: 84.2%
3. Safety: 74.3%
4. Services: 41.9%
5. Neighborhood Appearance: 70.9%

It is questionably whether the HUD survey is statistically valid since 54 survey forms 
were sent to the PHA’s public housing families and only 14 individuals – 25% of the total 
population -- responded, which could indicate the majority of residents are satisfied with 
all aspects questioned.   Also complicating the development of a follow-up plan is the fact 
the survey results did not indicate responses from specific developments, thus what may 
appear to be a “problem” area may be so only at one development rather than PHA-wide.

Nevertheless, in that the Raleigh County Housing Authority scored less than 75% in three 
areas (safety, services, and neighborhood appearance), this follow-up plan will 
concentrate on those areas.

SAFETY

A survey question asked what residents felt contributed to crime in their neighborhood.
The following received favorable responses below 75%:

* Bad lighting: 71.4%
* Residents don’t care: 35.7%
* Police do not respond: 46.2%

Bad Lighting (71.4%)
The Raleigh County Housing Authority will strive to assure there is adequate lighting 
throughout its public housing developments.  While there appears to be an adequate 
number of light poles, there was one light that was not working at the time of the survey.  
That bulb has since been replaced and at this time all lights are working properly.  The 
Housing Authority will include a periodic inspection of its outdoor lighting as part of its 
preventive maintenance schedule.
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Residents Don’t Care (35.7%)
Results of the Customer Service and Satisfaction Survey do not adequately explain this 
resident response.  The Housing Authority does not believe that “residents don’t care” is a 
wide-spread belief of the tenant population.  In fact, we believe that an overwhelming 
majority of residents “do care” about their public housing community.  A few residents 
saying other residents “don’t care” is a generalization and this misnomer should not be 
given any weight.  The Raleigh County Housing Authority can do little, if anything, to 
counter this negativity except to let residents know in community meetings that the 
housing authority would like for residents to take more interest in the safety aspect of 
community living.

Police Do Not Respond (46.2%) 
Again, results of the survey do not adequately explain this resident response, nor does it 
indicate at which housing community this attitude prevails, nor does it indicate for which 
types of calls or incidents police do not respond.  As with the “Residents Don’t Care” 
response, the Housing Authority believes that a few residents indicating “police do not 
respond” is a generalization and is, in fact, another misnomer.  The Raleigh County 
Housing Authority probably can do little to change this attitude of a few other than to 
raise this question at community meetings to determine if there are actions the Housing 
Authority can take in an attempt to ensure a better response by law enforcement officers.

Another question asked in the Safety portion of the questionnaire was, “Are you aware of 
any crime prevention programs available to residents (for example, Neighborhood Watch, 
Block Watch, or Street Patrol)?”  A rating of 46.2% was assigned to the response to this 
question.  Again, it is difficult for the Housing Authority to respond to this, since few no 
details are available, including responses from particular developments.  There has been, 
in fact, attempts in the past year to establish Neighborhood Watches at both of the 
Housing Authority’s public housing communities.  Attendance was extremely sparse at 
all organizational meetings.  In communities of only 30 units, it is proving to be difficult 
to institute such neighborhood watches.  One has been established at one of the Raleigh 
County Housing Authority’s two developments; whether all families are aware is 
unknown.  The Housing Authority will, however, continue in its quest to have community 
watches established and will strive to ensure all residents are aware of the existence of the 
watches.

Another question asked of residents in the Safety portion of the survey was “If residents 
in your development break the rules in the lease, does management take action?”  A 
rating of 61.5% was assigned to the response to this question.  Again, it is difficult for the 
Housing Authority to determine specifics based on this generalized statement.  In fact, 
management does take action when leases are violated, but the type of action depends on 
the seriousness of the lease violation.  Respondents to this question could believe that if 
they know of someone who has violated a lease provision and that person is not evicted, 
in their mind no action was taken by management.  Further, the Housing Authority is 
sensitive to tenants’ privacy and does not make it publicly known to the rest of the 
community what actions it is taking or intends to take when management is confronted 
with an individual who has violated his or her lease.  Thus, while some may believe no 
action is being taken by management, the opposite is, in fact, occurring.  The housing 
authority cannot correct this misnomer other than by publicly airing its actions, and that is 
not going to occur.
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SERVICES

Survey questions asked were:
· If you had a problem with electricity or heat, how long did it take to fix?
· If you had a problem with water or plumbing, how long did it take to fix?
· If you had a problem with smoke detectors, how long did it take to fix?

The Raleigh County Housing Authority believes the responses to these questions are in 
conflict with the responses given in the Maintenance and Repair section of the 
questionnaire, in which a favorable response rate of 85.9% was given.  The Housing 
Authority strives to correct all unit problems as quickly as possible.  However, at times, 
outside assistance is required – such as for heating problems and major plumbing 
problems -- and on-site visits by private companies cannot always be accomplished 
within a few hours. 

The rectify this problem, the Housing Authority’s maintenance department will strive to 
immediately respond to issues involving electricity, heat, water, plumbing and smoke 
detectors and will attempt to secure, when needed, outside professional assistance in a 
more timely manner.

HOUSING DEVELOPMENT APPEARANCE

Residents were asked, “How satisfied are you with the upkeep of the following areas in 
your development?”  For parking areas, the response rate was 71.2%, and for recreation 
areas, the response rate was 40.4%.  The Raleigh County Housing Authority will be 
addressing both these areas in upcoming modernization programs.  Playground equipment 
has already been purchased for both public housing communities and will be installed by 
June 30, 2001.  Also, funding is being earmarked for parking lot repairs at both housing 
communities, and those repairs are expected to be completed by September 30, 2001.

Low favorable response rates were also given to the question of whether any of the 
following is a problem:  noise, rodents and insects (indoors), and trash/litter.  As for 
noise, the Raleigh County Housing Authority has installed exterior security cameras and 
will be monitoring more closely for excessive noise and will take appropriate actions to 
stem unnecessary noise.  As for rodents and insects, the Housing Authority has contracted 
with an exterminating service and monthly extermination services are provided.  At any 
time residents report a problem with insects, additional visits are and will continue to be 
made by the exterminator to rectify this perceived problem.  Trash and litter problems are 
recognized and maintenance will step up its efforts to alleviate this problem.

In summary, the Raleigh County Housing Authority very much wants residents to feel 
safe and secure, it wants all maintenance issues handled quickly and professionally, and it 
wants residents to be satisfied with their living conditions.  Therefore, the housing 
authority will take pursue all prudent and economically feasible solutions to the identified 
problems.
