Policy and Section 8 Administrative Plan to provide the following preferences:

A. Victims of Domestic Violence

B. Applicants with an adult family member who either lives or works or has been 
hired to work in the jurisdiction of the Jo Daviess County Housing Authority. This 
preference is also extended equally to all elderly families and all families whose 
head or spouse is receiving income based on their inability to work.

C. All other applicants who do not meet the definitions in the other preference 
categories.

• Implemented Community Service Requirements:

The Housing Authority has suspended enforcement of the 8-hour community service 
requirement. The Housing Authority will not enforce this provision of our 
Admissions and Continued Occupancy Policy so long as Congress provides for the 
option to not enforce it.  In taking this action, we still want to encourage our public 
housing residents to both participate in their community and enhance their self-
sufficiency skills in a truly voluntary manner.
