ii. Executive Summary of the Annual PHA Plan
[24 CFR Part 903.7 9 (r)]

and discretionary policies the PHA has included in the Annual Plan.

1. The Admissions and Continued Occupancy Policy (ACOP) and Lease have been revised to 
comply with the de-concentration and income mix requirements; thereby, encouraging 
higher income families in the developments.  Although the Housing Authority has provided 
incentives for higher income families, based on the projections of extremely low income 
and very low income families in Bedford County, the emphasis will continue to house 
families in these income levels

2. The revised ACOP permits police officers to reside in Public Housing developments 
determined to require additional security and/or designated as high-crime areas by the 
PHA.  Police Officers will be assessed a minimum rent and will be required to pay utilities.

3. The Housing Authority is meeting the income targeting mix requirement of the Regulations 
and Law for all of its developments.

4. In accordance with HUD’s Final Regulations concerning the development and 
implementation of the Agency Plans, the PHA will implement de-concentration procedures 
at Housing Development TN039-005, which is a low-income development.  These 
procedures will include a variety of activities and may include skipping of applicants on 
the waiting list.  All other developments have average incomes that fall within the high and 
low- income development thresholds.

5. The Housing Authority has established Flat Rents and Income-based Ceiling Rents in 
accordance with HUD's regulations.  The Flat Rents were based on an analysis of 
comparable market rents in the community.  These rents will be beneficial to the residents 
in providing economic self-sufficiency.  

6. The Housing Authority will continue to be involved in activities to provide greater         
self-sufficient through the State of Tennessee “Families First” welfare to work reform.  In 
addition the SHA has implemented a Housing Authority sponsored economic self-
sufficiency program.

7. The Housing Authority has a Resident on the Board of Commissioners that provides for 
resident participation.  The Resident will continue to be appointed by the Mayor.  The 
Resident Board member is not elected.  In addition, the Housing Authority has established 
a Resident Advisory Board consisting of four members that has been involved in the 
development of the Agency Plans.
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8. The Housing Authority is providing decent, safe, and sanitary housing through the 
effective and efficient utilization of the CGP funds. The Housing Authority will continue 
utilization of a pest control contractor to reduce and eliminate pests, including 
cockroaches.

DECONCENTRATION POLICY:
The objective of the De-concentration Rule for public housing units is to 
ensure that families are housed in a manner that will prevent 
concentration of poverty families and/or a concentration of higher income 
families in any one development.  The specific objective of the PHA is to 
house no less than 40% of its public housing inventory with families that 
have income at or below 30% of the area median income by public 
housing development.  Also, the PHA will take actions to insure that no 
individual development has a concentration of higher income families in 
one or more of the developments.  To insure that the PHA does not 
concentrate families with higher income levels, it is the goal of the PHA 
not to house more than 60% of its units in any one development with 
families whose income exceeds 30% of the area median income.  The 
PHA will track the status of family income, by development, on a 
monthly basis by utilizing income date maintained by the PHA.  To 
accomplish the de-concentration goals, the PHA will take the following 
actions:

1. At the beginning of each PHA fiscal year, the PHA will establish a 
goal for housing 40% of its new admissions with families whose 
incomes are at or below the area median income.  The annual goal 
will be calculated by taking 40% of the total number of move-ins 
from the previous PHA fiscal year.

In Fiscal Year 2003, the HUD Real Estate Assessment Center (REAC) conducted a 
Resident Services and Satisfaction Survey of the residents of the Shelbyville Housing 
Authority, TN039.  As a result of the Survey of the residents, the Housing Authority is 
required to prepare a Resident Satisfaction Follow-up Plan for three (3) of the five (5) 
Sections/Factors reflected in the Survey.

The Three Sections/Factors that the Housing Authority received the lowest scores were 
Communications with a score of 73.3 percent, Safety with a score of 72.3 and 
Neighborhood Appearancewith a score of 70.0 percent.  These score results were 
primarily from Developments TN039-01 (Parkway), 04 (Tate), and 06 (East Side).  
The scores for all Five Sections/Factors at Developments TN039-02, 03, 05, and 07 
were all above the 75 percent threshold.     

The following is an evaluation of the various scores of the survey for Communications, 
Safety, and Neighborhood Appearance: 

COMMUNICATION
Based on the resident survey results, there was a Communications concern at 
Developments TN039-01, 04, and 06.   Most of the six concerns under the 
Communication Section/Factor were below 75 percent in these three developments. 
Scoring is as follows:   

1. Residents believe that management could provide more information 
concerning maintenance, repairs and modernization activities.  This 
question received a score of 63.8 to 46.8 percent out of 100.

2. Residents generally reported that meetings and events were not conveyed to 
them.  The Housing Authority received a score of 75.0 to 66.6 percent out 
of 100.

3. The residents believe that the Housing Authority is not responsive to their 
questions and concerns with a score of 52.7 to 69.4 percent.
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4. The residents indicated that management could be more courteous and 
professional to them.  The score for this question was in the mid-60 
percent.

5. The residents believed that management was not supportive of the resident 
organization.  The Housing Authority received a score of 58.3 to 75.0 
percent for this factor.

SAFETY:
Based on the resident survey results from Developments TN039-01, 04, and 06, the 
concerns of the residents under the Safety Section/Factor were as follows:

1. The residents reported they did not fell safe in their units with scores 
ranging from 54.1 to 72.5 percent.  In two of these developments the
residents reported they did not feel safe in their building.  In the other four 
developments of the Housing Authority, the residents reported they felt safe 
in their unit and building.  

2. The item that received the lowest score in the three developments identified 
above was that residents indicated they were not aware of crime prevention 
programs.  The scores in these three developments ranged from 22.2 to 37.5 
percent.  The scores in the other four developments of the Housing 
Authority also reported low scores in this area.

3. The scores of the three developments (TN039-01, 04, and 06), were 
responsible for bring down the overall Safety score for the Housing 
Authority.  

NEIGHBORHOOD APPEARANCE:
Based on the resident survey results from Developments TN039-01, 04 and 06, the 
concerns of the residents under the Neighborhood Appearance Section/Factor, were as 
follows:

1. The residents believed that the upkeep of the various areas identified in the 
survey could be improved.  At these three Developments, the following 
areas received low scores: common areas, exterior of buildings, parking 
areas, and recreation areas.

2. Of the areas identified under Neighborhood Appearance in the survey as 
concerns to the residents that received low scores, the following areas were 
identified: rodents and insects, trash/litter, broken glass, and noise. 

PLAN ACTIONS:

In an attempt to improve the Resident Services and Satisfaction concerns of the 
residents, primarily in Developments TN039-01 and 04 since Development TN039-06 
is under an approved demolition and disposition plan, the following actions will be 
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implemented before and during the coming Fiscal Year as the Housing Authority’s 
Resident Services and Satisfaction Follow-up Plan:

COMMUNICATION:
1. The Housing Authority will make sure that all residents of the Housing 

Authority will be informed of any changes that involve the residents.  Also, 
the Housing Managers will attend resident meetings to keep residents 
informed of any changes and if the residents have any questions regarding 
any aspects of housing.

2.   Since the residents were concerned about receiving information      
regarding maintenance, repairs and modernization, the Housing
Authority will continue providing notices to the residents in order to 
resolve this concern.

3. The Housing Authority will continue to post notices of meetings at               
the Housing Authority Office and a concerted effort will be made by the 
staff to be responsive to your questions and concerns.

4. Management will continue be supportive of the resident organization and 
advise the staff of the resident’s concerns regarding lack of courteous and 
professional service to residents.

SAFETY:
1. Efforts will be undertaken to determine why the residents feel unsafe in the 

two developments and what actions need to be implemented to resolve the 
problem.  

2. As a result of the activities of item # 1, the Housing Authority Staff will 
have weekly meetings with the Police Officers to inform them what areas 
of housing they need to patrol regularly.

3. The Housing Authority will continue to provide crime prevention meting 
with the residents, primarily with the residents of TN039-01 and 04.  Since 
Development TN039-06 is vacant and undergoing demolition, disposition, 
and modernization, there is no need to concentrate crime prevention 
activities until the development is re-occupied.

NEIGHBORHOOD APPEARANCE:
1. The Housing Authority will add shrubbery where needed and will make 

sure that residents keep their yard clean.  In addition, the Beautification 
award program will begin in May 2003.

2. The Housing Authority will also hold meetings and discuss the concerns of 
the residents before submission of the Public Housing Agency Plans.

3. The Housing Authority may implement the stipend program for any 
resident that wishes to participate in the upkeep of the developments.  This 
will provide an incentive for the residents to keep the development free of 
trash and broken glass.  

4. The Housing Authority will determine the locations of the parking areas 
where improvements are needed and include in the Capital Fund program.
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5. The Housing Authority will evaluate the implementation of the current pest 
control contract to determine its effectiveness.  If improvements are not 
seen, the contract will be terminated and another pest control contract will 
be solicited.

6. Noise was identified as a concern but the Housing Authority is not aware of 
what type of noise the residents are concerned with.  The noise could be 
automobiles, other residents, and/or the general public.  Without knowing 
the specifics of the concerns and the developments, it is difficult to 
determine what actions can be undertaken to resolve the concerns.

The Housing Authority has 132 eligible residents that need to undertake Community Service activities 
for the eight (8)-hours per month.  The Housing Authority is administering the program with existing 
staff. The Drug Elimination/Resident Coordinator is implementing the program.  The Housing Authority
has identified community agencies that will participate in the program.  In addition, the Housing 
Authority allows the residents to identify other community service activities that must be approved by 
the Housing Authority prior to activity.  

Activities include Good Samaritan, cleaning for the elderly residents and working with the Resident 
Association clean-up program.

On a monthly basis, the Housing Authority reviews and evaluates the Housing Authority’s rent roll to 
determine which residents are required to participate in the community service activities.  Once a 
resident has been determined to participate in the community service activities, the Housing Authority 
notifies the resident in question and the head of household of the requirements of the individual. 

The community service requirements are included in the revised ACOP and Lease that also allows for 
the individual to request a grievance.
