Pet owners will be required 
to present a certificate of health from their veterinarian verifying all 
required annual vaccines, initially and at re-examination. 

 
5. A $100.00 pet fee shall be made to the Housing Authority.  Such fee 

will be a one-time fee (per pet) and shall be used to help cover the cost 
of damages to the unit caused by the pet.

We are very pleased to report that the Housing Authority has maintained a 
very low vacancy rate and unit turn around time, without compromising the 
applicant screening process. As of the submission of this report, we have a 
total of 35 vacancies, which is virtually unit turn around. 
 
To improve the quality of assisted housing and to modernize the housing 
units, we are continuing the installation of geo-thermal heating and cooling; 
replacing the kitchen cabinets, countertops, and appliances; replacing 
deteriorated roofs; and beautifying the community through landscaping efforts. 
 
To ensure equal opportunity and access to the housing authority units, the 
City of Wichita Falls has agreed to replace non-accessible sidewalks with 
accessible curb cuts in all three sites. This project is funded through the City’s 
CDGB Concrete Training Program. Completion of the project is anticipated to 
be within the next 18 months.
