By partnering with
others, we offer rental assistance and other related services to our community in a
non-discriminatory manner.

We have also adopted the following goals and objectives for the next five years.
Goal One: Manage the Concordia Parish Police Jury’s Section 8 programin an
efficient and effective manner thereby qualifying as at least a standard performer.

Obj ectives: The Concordia Parish Police Jury shall promote a motivating work
environment with a capable and efficient team of employees to operate as a
customer-friendly and fiscally prudent leader in the affordable housing industry.

Goal Two: Expand the range and quality of housing choices available to
participants in the Concordia Parish Police Jury Tenant —based assi stance program.

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In our Section 8 Program, we are screening applicants to the fullest extent
allowable while not taking away the ultimate responsibility from the landlord. Our
screening practices will meet all fair housing requirements.

Applicants will be selected from the waiting list by preference and in order of the
date and time they applied.

We have established a minimum rent of $50.00.

The information was analyzed in the following manner. We gathered data from our waiting lists
and Concordia Parish Police Jury’s Consolidated Plan. Then we looked at thisinformation from
the perspective of the required groups and for the factors set forth in the Interim Rule. Finaly,
we consulted with the creators of the Concordia Parish Police Jury’s Consolidated Plan to ensure
that they agree with our analysis.

The Concordia Parish Police Jury used this analysis to prepare our five-year goals. And
objectives. It reflects our priorities that we have set forth in our Mission Statement.

Finally, we are required to state how we intend to address our community’ s housing needs to the
maximum extent practical. While we wish we could meet what existsin our jurisdiction, we are
not optimistic about achieving this objective. The problem is that we lack the resources to
address our housing needs. Neither the Concordia Parish Police Jury nor the Federal
Government has the resources necessary to accomplish our objective. The only practical thing
we can do isto apply for the grant opportunities made available by the U.S. Department of
Housing and Urban Development over the course of the next year. Whenever possible we will
respond to HUD NOFA'’s (Notices of Funding Availability) to increase the amount of affordable
housing in Concordia Parish.
