Therearecurrently 91 families participating in the Family Self-
Sufficiency Program (FSS). In 2006, 4 FSS participants completed the
program, 6 graduated from college, 18 became employed, 3 received
multiple job promotions and 10 completed a training cour se. As of
February 2007, the SMHA maintains escrow savings accountstotaling
$129,692. The aver age esrow balanceis $1,729.

The housing authority funds St. Joseph’s Center in the amount of
$62,400 for FSS case management services. FSS participantsare
working closely with their case manager sto enhance their chances of
being selected for ownership of a Habitat developed townhouse.
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On-going community based referralsto social service agenciesto
assist Section 8 participants (SMHA contributes $62,400 annually for
case management services.). Contract M SW assists participantswith
obtaining needed services.

Shelter + Care: provide housing and supportive servicesfor 141
formerly homeless personswith chronic mental illness, substance
abuse, and or HIV/AIDS and other disabilities. A City funded
Homeless Prevention and Rental Assistance wasimplemented by the
Housing Authority in January 2007. The program provides rental
assistance vouchers and homeless prevention grantsto homeless
residents 55 yearsold and older who are actively engaged in case
management.

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beginning 8/1/2006. A $95,688 SPC Project Based renewal grant was also

awar ded effective June 1, 2006. Both of these grants are subject to renewal thru
the annual renewal application process. A new 5 year Project Based SPC grant
for Step Up on 5™ Street was also awarded in 2006 in the amount of $1,754,280.

Minority populations are over-represented in the SMHA programs compar ed to
the City’soverall population. While 28% of Santa Monica residents are non-
white, 53% of thetotal number of all household members currently assisted by
the SMHA arenon-white. White household members comprise 47% of the
Housing Authority tenants while 72% of the City’s population iswhite, based on
the 2000 Census. On the other hand, African-Americans comprise 4% of the
City’s population but comprise 27% of the Housing Authority’s participant
population. Hispanics comprise 13% of the City’s population while they
represent 25% of the Housing Authority household participants. Asian-

Our market based strategy reflectsthe effects of State mandated
vacancy decontrol which haveresulted in arapid and on-going
escalation in the cost of rentsin Santa Monica. The demand for
affordable housing in Santa M onica continuesto outstrip the
supply.

Updatereiterated that the Section 8 program isintegral to the City’s
effortsto preserveits affordable housing stock. The Housing Element’s

contract opt outs. The City created the Tenant Assistance Rental
Program (TARP) in June 1998 to assist Section 8 “ opted-out”
tenants and the Housing Authority continuesto operatethe
program.

The former strategy has allowed the
SMHA rental assistance programsto remain somewhat competitivein the
rental market place whilerentsin general continueto rise. The approval
of higher Voucher Payment standards was essential and has allowed the
Section 8 program to maintain atenuousfoothold in the City’srental

mar ketplace and therefore remain a cornerstone program in the City’s
effortsto provide affordable housing to very low-income tenants. The
March 2007 submission of our application to increase our Section 8
payments standar ds evidences our adherenceto a market based strategy
and if approved, will be adopted by both the HOME TBRA and Shelter
Plus Care programs.

The Shelter Plus Care program hasreceived HUD approval for its12th
annual Shelter Plus Care program. Thefunding will allow the program
to continueits position as a cor nerstone program in the City’s effortsto
provide affor dable housing to homeless residents who ar e also disabled.

TheHousing Authority also “set aside” 20 vouchersa year for the4 years
for graduates of the 2 non-profit homeless transition facilitieslocated in
Santa Monica. Graduatesreceiving vouchers must also participatein the
FSSprogram in order to assist them in gaining economic self sufficiency. .
Transitional vouchersthat are“turned over” will bereserved for the
transitional program. Finally, a significant enhancement in HOME
funding has allowed the HA to assist an additional 21 chronic, as per HUD
definition, homelessresidents with vouchers. In November 2006, the
SMHA provided rental assistance to 247 formerly homeless people.
