The Housing Agency staff includes a certified FSS coordinator, a certified housing
counselor, and counseling staff with more than 25 years experience in providing
homebuyer education and administrating homeownership programs. Programs include
the Settlement Expense Loan Program, More House for Less (in cooperation with CDA),
and a homeownership program for the disabled. The counseling department provides pre
and post purchase counseling services which include financial literacy training, credit
repair, workshops regarding the homeownership process, and one on one counseling.

The Housing Agency has established partnerships with financia institutions, realtors,
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settlement companies, and nonprofit organizations to provide additional training and
opportunities for families seeking homeownership. These relationships allow the
Housing Agency to provide maximum outreach with the leveraging of limited resources.
