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7. Important | nformation, Notices and Proposed Activities.

» TheHousing Authority’ s 504 Implementation and Transition Plan has identified over
$410,000 in improvements necessary to bring Riverview Apartments and North Manor
into compliance with current federal accessibility standards. Most of the required
changes will take place at North Manor. The Authority plans to undertake these
improvements in 3 phases, with completion projected to be in 2009. With no specia
funding source available to compl ete these improvements the Authority must allocate
funding from its annual Capital Fund allocation toward the accessibility effort. The
Authority receives approximately $240,000 annually for all capital improvements.
During the 2008 Plan year improvements will be focused on upgrading existing
accessible units at North Manor that do not meet current accessibility standards. Based
on the bids received and the availability of funding, the Authority plans on upgrading up
to 10 existing units. Following these upgrades these units will meet the Uniform Federal
Accessibility Standards (UFAS). Preliminary estimates indicate the cost of these
upgrades will cost approximately $170,000.

» Accessibility isthefirst floor common areas of Riverview Apartments will be
significantly impacted by the completion of various 504 improvements. The 2008 Plan
year will see the completion of an expanded and accessible Post Office area. This
expanded areawill not only meet current Postal requirements but also will be fully UFAS
compliant. Current first floor Housing Authority administrative space will be converted
to afully accessible resident laundry area, while the current laundry will be converted to
an accessible rest room to serve the community room, lobby and new laundry aress.

» TheHousing Authority and HUD are concerned that al family income is not being
properly reported. Public Housing tenants are reminded that HUD regulations, 24 CFR
Parts 960.259 (c¢) and 982.516 (a) in addition to local Policy, require the Housing
Authority to obtain and document in the tenant files, independent third party verification
of reported family income, the value of assets, expenses related to deductions from
income and other factors affecting adjusted income. The Housing Authority has also
instituted third party verification procedures, including use of the Enterprise Income
Verification System (EIV), to ensure that federal income reporting requirements are met
at the time of recertification. All third party and EIV verifications will continue into the
foreseeable future.

= During the 2006 Plan Y ear the Housing Authority completed the acquisition of a parcel
of land adjacent to Riverview Apartments that had come onto the market. The structure
on the parcel has been demolished and the lot seeded. Although various reuses are being
considered, the Authority’s current limited financial assets will not permit any substantial
improvements to take place in the foreseeable future. Acquisition of other contiguous
properties will be considered during the 2008 Plan year if the opportunity and funding
become available.

» TheViolence Against Women Act (VAWA) : To continue its support of the provisions
of the 2005 Violence Against Women Act, the Housing Authority has developed a
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working relationship with alocal organization that provides specialized servicesin the
area of abuse against women. Domestic Violence Services of Fayette County provides
intervention and support services to clients throughout Connellsville and Fayette County.
The Housing Authority will provide intake and referral servicesto those residents
receiving public housing assistance.

During the 2008 Plan year the Housing Authority will take affirmative actions to notify
residents of the provisions of the Violence Against Women Act and the protections
offered assisted housing residents.

The Connellsville Housing Authority Public Housing Admission and Continued
Occupancy Palicy will be updated and revised during the 2008 PHA Plan year to include
language supporting the VAWA.

These changes to the Admissions and Occupancy Policy will guarantee the following:

1. TheHousing Authority will not deny admission to any applicant on the
basis that the applicant is or has been avictim of domestic violence, dating
violence, or stalking if the applicant otherwise qualifies for admission or
housing assistance.

2. A household cannot be evicted from assisted housing for acts of domestic
violence of which amember of the household isthe victim. Even if the
acts of domestic violence were committed by the household member’s
guest, another member of the household or other persons under the
tenant’s control. The Housing Authority has retained the right to terminate
the tenancy of any tenant if it can demonstrate an actual and imminent
threat to other tenants. The Housing Authority may evict only the
wrongdoer and not the entire family in cases of domestic violence.

The Housing Authority will amend is 5-Year Plan to include the above changes.

= Aspart of the ongoing efforts to improve communication with residents, the Executive
Director will continue distribution of her quarterly newsletter (a separate letter is
developed for the Family and Elderly developments) dealing with topics of interest to the
residents. Theinformal and successful "Meet Y our Neighbor" day, will be continued
during the 2008 Plan year. Each Wednesday residents of Riverview Apartments gather in
the community room for conversation, socialization and to enjoy coffee and donuts.

» Through this Plan residents are being advised that Housing Authority aggressive efforts
to reduce the amount of back rent due the Authority will be continued. Through this new
initiative back rent collection has increased approx. 40%.

» TheHousing Authority has been without aresident Board member for over 1 year. The
name of aresident interested in serving on the Board, and recommended by the Resident
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Advisory Board, has been forwarded to the Mayor. The Executive Director continues to
encourage the Mayor to make the resident appointment.

» TheHousing Authority intends to review its Admissions and Continued Occupancy
Policy (ACOP) during the 2007/2008 Plan years. As necessary, ACOP revisions will be
made to reflect regulatory and policy changes required by HUD.

Mrs. Carol Staines of the Connellsville Housing A uthority opened the meeting at 2:00 p.m. She
thanked everyone for attending and explained that this was the 8" meeting in the annual planning
process. Mrs. Staines then discussed the PHA FY 2008 Streamlined Annual Plan and proposed
Capital Fund improvements. The Plan covers the period October 1, 2007 to September 30, 2008.
Mrs. Staines gave a brief explanation of the Streamlined Annual Plan and indicated that smaller
Housing Authorities like Connellsville are permitted to submit streamline plans and not full
plans. Smaller Housing Authorities must also prepare and submit a5-Y ear Plan every 5 years.
Connellsville s next 5-Year Plan will be prepared in 2010. She then gave an overview of the
contents of the Streamlined Annual Plan and explained that the Capital Fund is an annual grant
provided by HUD to be used for the repair and improvement of Housing Authority properties.
She indicated that the Streamlined Annual Plan is developed to tell the residents, the public, and
HUD about activities that are planned in the coming year. Mrs. Staines mentioned that RAB
members had been given a copy of the Plan in early May 2007. She indicated the purpose of
providing the RAB with copies of the Plan, and also this meeting, was to solicit RAB comments
on the activities discussed in the Plan.

Mrs. Staines then asked if there were any questions or comments.

Ms. Jean Gravatt brought up the issue of aresident serving on the Housing Authority Board of
Directors. Since the death of Marjorie McCormick no resident has been on the Board. Mrs.
Staines agreed that a resident should be on the Board and indicated she was continuing to work
with the Mayor to appoint aresident. The RAB agreed to submit the name of Mrs. Patricia
Handford, of apartment 8D North Manor, to Mayor Reed for appointment as the resident on the
Connellsville Housing Authority Board of Directors.

Mrs. Jean Gravatt was pleased with the improvements being done in compliance with the 504
renovations. She especially liked the new access on the north side of the Riverview Apartment
building. Mr. Elby was very pleased with the inside remodeling aready done to the building.
They both expressed that the installation of garbage disposalsin the future will be an excellent
improvement.

The meeting was concluded at 3:00 pm.
