SEMAP requires the PHA to adopt and implement a written policy to encourage
participation by owners of units located outside areas of poverty or minority
concentration. PHA’s must inform voucher holders of the full range of areas where they
may |lease units both inside and outside the PHA's jurisdiction and supply a list of
landlords or other parties who are willing to lease units or help families find units,
including units outside areas of poverty or minority concentrations.

The Housing Choice Voucher Program was designated to allow the tenants the
opportunity to choose their own housing and to be evenly spread throughout the area
instead of being concentrated into one area. Thisiswhat the Housing and Urban
Development calls “ deconcentration”.

Maps are provided to tenants outlining Washington and Benton Counties. Theses maps
show the concentration of low income and minority females in our communities. Tenants
are given instruction and guidance that followdHousing and Urban Development 's desire
to have the tenant rent outside of these areas.

However, the Housing Authority will not turn down the unit selected based solely on the

fact that it iswithin these concentrated areas. The housing choice is the tenant’s choice
to make.

Progressin Meeting the 5-Year Plan Mission and Goals

Our Mission: To promote adequate and affor dable housing, economic opportunity and a
suitable living environment free from discrimination.

The Fayetteville Housing Authority has and will continue to undertake activities and adopt
policies that support our mission. The following describes our goals, objectives, and
achievements:

Goal One: Increasing the availability of decent, safe, and affordable housing.

Objectives: Severa years ago, the Fayetteville Housing Authority adopted a Capital
Improvements Program to renovate and modernize the public housing units we
manage. We continue to implement projects to upgrade these units and to provide
stabilization of the supply of assisted housing units.

Achievements. In 2007, a new therapy room, for disabled children was built at the
Willow Heights Headstart building using Community Development Block Grant and
Housing Authority Operation funds. In February, 2008 the elevator system for
Hillcrest Towers began a badly needed upgrade, this will be completed with Capital
Funds.

In collaboration with Ozark Guidance Center, aregiona mental health provider, we
were awarded 10 units for the Shelter Plus Care Program, Tenant Rental Assistance.

In collaboration with Sources, alocal provider of services for the disabled, we were
awarded 6 vouchers for the Shelter Plus Care Program.

In October, 2007 the Fayetteville Housing Authority adopted the DHAP (Disaster
Housing Assistance Program) to assist 66 Katrina-Rita Hurricane Disaster victims
with rental assistance and case management for transitional purposes.

In May, 2008 the Fayetteville Housing Authority was awarded 50 TBRA (Tenant
Based Rental Assistance) vouchers through the State of Arkansas HOME program.

In May, 2008 the Fayetteville Housing Authority was awarded 35 HUD-VASH

(Veterans Assistance Support Housing) vouchers to work in conjunction with the
Veterans Administration’s Homel ess case management program.

Goal Two: Improving the quality of life and economic vitality for all assisted housing
communities.
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Objectives: To implement measures to enhance the daily lives of assisted housing
residents.

» Operation of the Lewis Plaza Community Center and computer lab. The
Community Center is staffed solely by residents who adhere to aregular
weekly schedule.

Har dship Requests for an Exception to Minimum Rent

The PHA recognizes that in some circumstances even the minimum rent may create a
financial hardship for families. The PPHA will review all relevant circumstances brought to
the PHA’ s attention regarding financial hardship asit appliesto the minimum rent. The
following section states the PHA’ a procedures and policiesin regard to minimum rent
financial hardship as set forth by the Quality Housing and Work Responsibility Act of 1998.
HUD had defined circumstances under which a hardship could be claimed. (24 CFR 5.630)

Criteriafor Hardship Exception

In order for afamily to qualify for a hardship exception the family’ s circumstances must fall
under one of the following HUD hardship criteria

The had lost dligibility or isawaiting determination for Federal, State, or local assistance,
including a family with a member who is a noncitizen lawfully admitted for permanent
residence under the Immigration and Nationality Act, and who would be entitled to public
benefits but for Title IV of the Persona Responsibility and Work Opportunity Act of 1996.
The family would be evicted as aresult of the imposition of the minimum rent requirement;

Theincome of the family has decreased because of changed circumstances, including | oss of
employment, death in the family, or other circumstances as determined by the PHA or HUD.

PHA Notification to Families of Right to Hardship Exception

The PHA will notify all families subject to minimum rents of their right to request a
minimum rent hardship exception. “Subject to minimum rent” means the minimum rent was
the greatest figure in the calculation of the greatest of 30% of monthly adjusted income, 10%
of monthly income, minimum rent or welfare rent.

The PHA notification will advise families that hardship exception determinations are subject
to PHA review and hearing procedures.

The PHA will review al family requests for exception from the minimum rent dueto
financial hardships.

= All requests for minimum rent hardship exceptions are required to be in writing.
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= ThePHA will request documentation as proof of financial hardship.

= ThePHA will useits standard verification proceduresto verify circumstances which
have resulted in financial hardship.

Suspension of Minimum Rent

The PHA will grant minimum rent exception to all families who request it, effective the first
of the following month.

The minimum rent will be suspended until the PHA determines whether the hardshipis:
Covered by statute
Temporary or long term

“Suspension” means that the PHA must not use the minimum rent cal culation until the PHA
has made this decision.

During the minimum rent suspension period, the family will not be required to minimum rent
and the housing assi stance payment will be increased accordingly.

If the PHA determines that the minimum rent is not covered by statute, the PHA will impose
aminimum rent including payment for minimum rent from the time of suspension.

Temporary Hardship

If the PHA determines that the hardship is temporary, a minimum rent will not be imposed
for aperiod of up to 90 days from the date of the family’ s request. At the end of the
temporary suspension period, a minimum rent will be imposed retroactively to the time of
suspension.

The PHA will offer arepayment agreement to the family for any such rent not paid during the
temporary hardship period. (See“Owner and Family Debts to the PHA” chapter for
Repayment agreement policy)

Long-Term Duration Hardships[24 CFR 5.616(c)(3)]

If the PHA determinesthat there is a qualifying long-term financial hardship, the PHA must
exempt the family from the minimum rent requirements for aslong as the hardship continues.

Fayetteville Housing Authority conducts crimina background checks on al new adult
residents prior to moving in. FHA has a close working relationship with law enforcement
agencies to promote safety within and around its properties. Additionally, FHA
maintains an updated criminal trespass list to prevent violent and criminal behavior
within and around its properties.

FHA has a positive working relationship with various social service agencies. We have
partnered with local social service agencies and have referral information available to our
residents.

We intend to provide housing to victims directly from the domestic violence shelters that
are fleeing domestic violence and need a safe place to reside. We refer our residents to
local social service agencies when they need enhanced safety due to domestic violence.

We provide the VAWA Notice and Reauthorization to al applicants and tenants of their
rights under VAWA together with the HUD 50066 form.

We have ameneded our |ease and Admissions and Continued Occupancy Policy to
include additional language that clearly specifies our right to bifurcate the lease to evict
the perpetrator while protecting the victims from domestic violence. It clearly specifies
our right to bifurcate the lease to evict the perpetrator while protecting the victim.
