Durham Housing Authority considers itself part of a larger effort in Durham to address
affordable housing needs. In accordance with the goals included in this plan, Durham
Housing Authority will try to minimize some identified needs by utilizing appropriate
resources to maintain and preserve our existing stock. When appropriate and feasible,
we will apply for additional grants and loans from governmental and private sources to
help add to the affordable housing availability in our community. To that avail, we
intend to work with our local partners, e.g. city/county government to try to meet the
identified needs.

This year we expect to receive approximately $3.62 million for modernization of our
existing units through the Capital Fund Program. We will continue implementing the
HOPE VI grant ($35 million). We intend to submit a proposal application for
participating in the Capital Fund Financing Program.

Durham Housing Authority (DHA) serves approximately 10,000 citizens
through four housing programs. The Housing Authority’s annual operations
and program budgets total approximately $43 million dollars. A staff of one
hundred twenty employees carry out the daily activities. In addition to the
Office of the Executive Director, there are four major organizational areas:
Housing Operations, Finance and Administration,  Occupancy and Section 8,
and HOPE VI Revitalization.

The Housing Operations department is responsible for: 1) the public housing
management function to include most resident activities such as property
management, rent collections, and family recertifications; 2) the management
of commercial properties; 3) the affordable housing management function; 4)

 Admissions Policy for Deconcentration

Public Housing

1. Objective: The objective of the Deconcentration Rule for public housing units is to
ensure that families are housed in a manner that will prevent a concentration of poverty
families and/or a concentration of higher income families in any one development.  The
specific objective of the housing authority is to house no less than 40 percent of its public
housing inventory with families that have income at or below 30% of the area median
income by 
public housing development.  Also the housing authority will take actions to insure that
no individual development has a concentration of higher income families in one or more
of the developments.  To insure that the housing authority does not concentrate families
with higher income levels, it is the goal of the housing authority not to house more than
60% of its units in any one development with families whose income exceeds 30% of the
area median income.  The housing authority will track the status of family income, by
development, on a monthly basis by utilizing income reports generated by the housing
authority’s computer system.

2. Actions: To accomplish the deconcentration goals, the housing authority will take the
following actions:

A. At the beginning of each housing authority fiscal year, the housing authority will
establish a goal for housing 40% of its new admissions with families whose
incomes are at or below the area median income.  The annual goal will be
calculated by taking 40% of the total number of move-ins from the previous
housing authority fiscal year.

B. To accomplish the goals of:
(1) Housing not less than 40% of its public housing inventory on an annual

basis with families that have incomes at or below 30% of area median
income, and

(2) Not housing families with incomes that exceed 30% of the area median
income in developments that have 60% or more of the total household
living in the development with incomes that exceed 30% of the area
median income, the housing authority’s Resident Selection and
Assignment Plan, which is a part of this policy, provides for skipping
families on the waiting list to accomplish these goals.
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Section 8 Tenant-Based Assistance

The Deconcentration Policy for Section 8 tenant-based assistance is to ensure that no less than
75% of its new admissions are families that have incomes at or below 30% of the area median
income.  Durham Housing Authority (DHA) will track the status of all new admissions monthly
by utilizing income reports generated by its Management Information System (MIS).  If DHA is
not reaching its goal, families will be skipped on the waiting list to admit a family that has
income at or below 30% of area median income.  DHA’s Section 8 applicant selection process,
which is contained in the Section 8 Administrative Plan provides for the skipping of families on
the waiting list to accomplish this goal.

Statement of Consistency with Consolidated Plan

The Housing Authority of the City of Durham (DHA) has reviewed the City of Durham’s
Consolidated Plan and certifies that DHA’s Agency Plan is consistent with the City’s
Consolidated Plan. Research and needs analysis of the housing conditions in Durham
reflected shortages in affordable housing without problems.  At least 30% of any ethnic
group in the area, in the rental market, is living in housing with problems.  DHA’s plan
has goals to add to the affordable housing stock through additional public housing,
requesting of more Section 8 vouchers, applying for HOPE VI funding, and building
affordable housing through various programs.  In addition, the agency will be utilizing
HUD programs such as the Capital Fund to improve the existing housing stock.  The plan
also reflects programs that will continue to be used to provide assistance to DHA
residents to make them self-sufficient so the existing housing stock can be utilized by
others that have a need.

Meeting was called to order by Chairperson Nottingham at 5:37 p.m.

Chairperson Nottingham read the minutes of the July 16, 2008 meeting. No corrections or
additions were made to the minutes. The minutes were properly motioned for approval and
accepted as presented by the RAB. 

Chairperson Nottingham introduced the Draft 2009 PHA Plans. The RAB began the review and
discussion of  the PHA 5-year and Annual plans. Ms. Ellis discussed the plans with the RAB by
going through the 18 components and attachments. Ms. Ellis distributed a handout and explained
the changes that had been made to the minimum rent hardship policy. section of the annual plan.
Ms. Ellis discussed with the RAB and informed them of the following:
1) Housing needs of families on the waiting list table - pages 11 and 12, the numbers within

the table were updated;
2) Statement of financial resources - page 17, figures represent what is projected for 2009;
3) Admissions preference - page 27, some items required no changes; and
4) Relocation preference - page 28, change made to include this preference as requested by

the City of Durham. Ms Ellis also indicated that the admissions preference priorities had
been updated to reflect the preferences that had been added. 

RAB member  asked how the waiting list was determined. Mr. McMahand addressed the
question by stating how the preferences for the waiting list are weighted and the priorities of
those preferences.

RAB member asked if a single person could apply for housing based on the set preferences.  Mr.
McMahand referenced back to the preference priorities, but added that a single person could
apply for housing; however, those individuals that fall within a preference category would meet
the selection criteria first.

RAB member asked what is the status of the waiting list for the HCV program. Mr. McMahand
stated that the waiting list was last opened in May 2006 with approximately 3,000 to 4,000
applications submitted at that time. The waiting list is currently closed.

Ms. Elis addressed the changes on page 30 that were a part of the handout distributed at the
opening of the meeting. The answer in the minimum rent section under question 2 on page 30
has changed to no.

Ms. Ellis discussed the table on page 36, HUD Programs Under PHA Management, indicating



that the figures within the table have been updated for 2009 projections.

Ms. Ellis informed the RAB that there were no changes to the grievance procedures.

RAB member asked that Ms. Ellis explain the information on page 40 under item 8. Demolition
and Disposition. Ms Ellis indicated that the communities listed within this section are areas of
consideration as a part of the agency’s long term plan. These plans have to be outlined within the
annual and five year plans, although no immediate actions have taken place with those
communities. Ms. Ellis did inform the RAB that there is a lengthy process that has to be
followed before any demolition or disposition can take place with a community and the residents
would be a part of that process.

RAB member asked what is the age to consider someone elderly.  Mr. McMahand indicated that
elderly is 62 years of age, but near elderly is 50 years of age. Ms. Ellis referred the RAB to
Attachment J. which provides additional information to this question.

Ms. Ellis referred the RAB to Attachment K., regarding the changes to the Homeownership
Program. The RAB was informed that the DHA has combined the three programs (HCV, HOPE
VI, and Public Housing) into one. The Homeownership Program is implemented through the
Resident Services department.

Ms. McKinney discussed the Family Self-Sufficiency Program. Ms. McKinney provided a brief
explanation of the program. The RAB was informed that the Family Self-Sufficiency program is
a five-year program geared towards obtaining and maintaining employment. As a part of the
program, participants are able to establish goals such as homeownership, education, etc. and
accrue money within an established escrow account due to increases in their rent. Participants
who successfully complete the program will receive the money within the escrow account.

RAB member asked what could an elderly resident do in regards to the FSS program. Ms.
McKinney stated the elderly resident could seek the services out. Most of the program are
voluntary. DHA wants more residents to work and not pay minimum rent. 

RAB member asked a question about participating in the FSS program and going to school. Ms.
McKinney stated the FSS program would provide job training, etc. while the resident is in
school.

Ms. Ellis addressed the sections on Crime Prevention and Pet Policy indicating no changes were
made.

Ms. Ellis referred the RAB to Attachment G and H which include the Capital Fund Program
(CFP) tables and annual statement. Ms. Ellis briefly discussed the 2009 grant and community
renovations. Ms. Ellis informed the RAB that HUD funding has continued to decrease over the
past few years which reduces the amount of renovations that can be made within the
communities.

Ms. Ellis referred the RAB to Attachment I which include the information on obligations and



expenditures. This data reflects what is currently in progress and what has been completed. Ms.
Ellis made the RAB aware that the communities listed under the demolition and disposition
section would be phased out of the Capital Fund Program as DHA makes long term plans for
what will take place with those communities. Mr. McMahand indicated that the communities
would continue to be maintained, but new funding would not be put into the communities due to
DHA’s long term plans.

RAB member asked about the improvements relating to the trash compactor system with
handicap chute doors listed for the JJ Henderson community. Ms. Ellis indicated that this project
is currently in progress (A/E design/specifications) as indicated in the Capital Fund Table. 

Chairperson Nottingham stated RAB needs to bring back comments to the RAB from their
community residents regarding crime prevention to be used in the preparation of a statement
from the RAB to the Board of Commissioners. Then a meeting will be held with the Chief of
Police of the City of Durham to talk about the resident concerns. 

RAB member asked if the domestic violence policy applies only to women. The RAB was
informed that this policy applies to all residents, and any domestic violence or other incidents of
violence that became a legal issue would have to go through the court system. Mr. McMahand
discussed DHA’s resident complaint process versus the judicial process.

RAB asked for a summary document of the changes to the Draft 2009 PHA Plans to use in their
discussions with the residents in their communities. Mr. McMahand stated the document will be
provided to the RAB.  

The meeting was adjourned at 6:42 p.m.

The minutes were properly motioned for approval and accepted by the
RAB as presented.

Ms. Ellis distributed a fact sheet to the RAB which highlighted the 18 components and
attachments outlined within the annual plan. This information was compiled by Ms. Ellis at the
request of the RAB to give them information that could be used during Resident Council or other
community meetings.

Mr. Holmes asked for an update on the current status of the public housing officers. Mr.
McMahand indicated that he would request the presence of Mr. James Anderson at the August
20, 2008 meeting to provide the RAB with an update.

Chairperson Nottingham stated that the RAB has discussed the concerns relating to the changes
with the police within the public housing communities. The Resident Council President of each
community was asked to gather information during their upcoming monthly meeting and bring
the community concerns back to the RAB. The RAB would then discuss a plan of action based
on the feedback from the residents. The RAB was informed that before a meeting was requested
with the Durham Police Department it would be important for the RAB to be properly prepared
with direct questions and concerns. 

Ms. Mitchell indicated that crime is getting worse within her community, and all RAB members
at the meeting should be able to put together a list of their concerns which would indicate the
need for changes.

Ms. Ancrum discussed Partners Against Crime (PAC) and how this can be an avenue to get the
police involved in what is going on in our communities. The PAC provides information and
training for community members to become Citizen Police which is a program that residents can
get involved in an effort to help make their communities safer.

Mr. McMahand informed the RAB that a meeting had been held with the Durham Police
Department several weeks ago to discuss the new plan being implemented by the Police Chief.
The Durham Housing Authority was asked to allot some time to see how the new plan would
work. A new meeting will be requested with the Durham Police Department to further discuss



how the new plan is working. The RAB was also informed that funding for the police was being
supplemented from the Capital Fund Program and the current contract will expire in December.

The RAB continued to discuss their concerns relating to the changes with the police in the public
housing communities. Chairperson Nottingham informed the RAB that one step that the
community members can take is to begin documenting with dates, times, 911 calls, etc. of the
incidents of crime occurring within the community to show some of the changes that have taken
place.

Mr. McMahand informed the RAB members that their presence at all scheduled meetings is
important. When the RAB addresses the Durham Police Department, it needs to be 100%
participation by the community leaders. The RAB was informed that the community leaders
should be prepared to answer questions on what they are doing to combat crime within their
community.

Ms. McKoy addressed her concerns of what was going on in the Club Boulevard community,
and the lack of participation of residents. It was asked if the Resident Council meetings could be
made mandatory.

Mr. McMahand informed the RAB that in order for the Resident Council meeting to be made
mandatory and enforceable it would have to be stated within the lease, and problems would arise
when trying to evict residents for not participating in a meeting. The language in the lease would
have to be changed to include mandatory meetings, but the resident as a majority would have to
agree to the changes.

Ms. Riou discussed the need for more programs that will provide positive activities for teenagers
to keep them involved.

RAB member addressed concerns of the community service requirement and residents who are
abiding by the lease. Mr. McMahand stated that the community service requirement was within
the lease and enforceable by DHA.

Chairperson Nottingham asked the RAB if additional clarification or discussion was necessary
on any of the 18 components prior to adjustment. No further discussion was needed.

Ms. Ellis indicated the following
corrections needed to be made to the minutes: 1) Chairperson Nottingham read the minutes of
the August 6, 2008 meeting; and 2) The next RAB meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, August
20, 2008. The minutes were properly motioned for approval with corrections and accepted by the
RAB as presented.

Chairperson Nottingham led a discussion on the 18 components of the draft 2009 Annual Plan.
The components were discussed one by one to address any questions. The following questions
were asked by RAB members and addressed as follows: 

Component 2
Question: Does a resident need to report income made from a small business such as selling

fruits, vegetables, or clothing items?
Answer: Yes, all income should be reported within 10 days.

Component 4
Question: Will the $50 minimum rent be eliminated?
Answer: No change as indicated within the plan.

Component 7
Question: Will new curtains be installed in J. J. Henderson and will painting and floor

repairs be done in Club Boulevard?
Answer: Improvements to specific communities can be located in Attachment G - Capital

Fund Program Tables which outlines the Capital Improvements for all properties.
Curtains are currently being installed in JJ Henderson. Interior painting and floor
repairs for Club Boulevard are in the Five-Year Plan, dryer outlets are not. 

Question: Is the resident paint program still in place?
Answer: The resident paint program was discontinued and has not been in place for several

years.

Question: What is HUD looking for when inspections are done in the community?
Answer: The units must meet the Uniform Physical Condition Standards (UPCS)

inspection standards which are the basic minimum standards.



Component 8
Question: How is the priority set for properties that are identified under demolition?
Answer: There is no priority of one property set over the other. Instead, it is based on the

age of each site, the cost identified in the needs assessment for repairs, the cost of
demolition, the cost to build back, etc.

Component 12
Question: What constitutes a person having to complete community service hours who are

paying $50 minimum rent?
Answer: Completion of the mandatory eight hours of community service is required of any

person not exempt under the exemption guidelines.

Mr. Council and Mr. Anderson were in attendance to discuss Component 13. A handout was
distributed to the RAB which did a comparison of the services provided by the Durham Police
Department under the Public Housing Unit versus the current High Enforcement Abatement Unit
(HEAT). Mr. Anderson gave a brief overview of the history of the Public Housing Unit and the
services that were provided to the Housing Authority. Under the leadership of the new Police
Chief, various police units were combined and the HEAT Unit was formed. The HEAT Unit is
divided among four district commanders, and the public housing communities are not a priority
as they once were under the old structure.

Mr. Anderson indicated that there has been an increase in crime in our public housing
communities since June. The Housing Authority has requested a meeting with the City Manager
and Durham Police Department to discuss the changes and concerns that have occurred since the
restructuring of the Public Housing Unit.

Mr. Anderson informed the RAB that it was important for them as community citizens to join
forces and make their concerns known to the City Manager and Police Chief.

The RAB was informed that they as community leaders can make their voices heard by:
1) Get al the residents in their community involved by creating a petition.
2) Send a letter to the Police Chief to let him know what their concerns are.
3) Request the Police Chief attend a RAB meeting to hear and address their concerns.

The RAB was reminded that it was important for them to play an active role in helping to
address the issues with getting the Police Department to bring the police coverage under the
Public Housing Unit back to the public housing communities.

Chairperson Nottingham indicated for the record that the Housing Authority is not receiving
services as indicated under Section C. Coordination between PHA and the Police and would like
for the police to address and reinstate the coordination activities listed, but no changes will be
made to Component 13.

Ms. Ellis recapped the discussion of the 18 Components and the RAB was in agreement that
what was in the Annual Plan will remain. No changes will be made.

Statement of Progress

The Durham Housing Authority (DHA) has made significant progress and improvements over 
the past several years. From being declared a troubled housing authority in 2003, DHA is 
currently designated a standard performer under the Public Housing Assessment System (PHAS) 
and a troubled performer under the Section Eight Management Assessment System (SEMAP). 
However DHA is not satisfied with its current designation and has put in place several corrective 
action plans, programs, and initiatives to enable the authority to obtain the status of high 
performer over the next year. 

DHA has successfully implemented the first phase of its transition to Asset Management by 
implementing property-based management, budgeting, and accounting. After a very challenging 
computer hardware and software conversion, the new operating system is beginning to pay 
dividends by producing real time data to allow the Authority to make sound business decisions
regarding its assets. DHA has also realigned its supportive services for residents, by 
consolidating the Family Self-Sufficiency Program and Homeownership Program under one 
department, now called Resident Services.

As DHA moves forward in the coming year, it expects to accomplish a number of initiatives to 
include: revitalization of two affordable housing communities, development of a community for 
homeless disabled veterans, and full utilization of its Housing Choice Voucher Program funding. 
 DHA has aggressively applied for grants to ensure that it continues to provide supportive 
services to its customers. To ensure that the authority fulfills its mission, DHA has successfully 
developed a Five-Year Business and Strategic Plan consistent with the goals of the Agency Plan. 
DHA will also embark on the development and implementation of an innovative strategic 
planning and performance management system.

DESIGNATION OF PUBLIC HOUSING FOR OCCUPANCY BY ELDERLY FAMILIES

In accordance with PIH Notice 2005-2 issued January 5, 2005 and renewed in PIH Notice
2006-1 issued on January 3, 2006, the Housing Authority of the City of Durham (DHA)
submitted a plan for designation of certain housing for elderly families, which was approved
February 5, 2007.

In accordance with the requirements of the PIH Notices, DHA certifies the following:

Sites that house only the elderly:
1. Scattered Sites, (NC19P013004), developed in 1962, designed for elderly residents, is

composed of 50 units in 25 duplex apartments.
2. J. J. Henderson Housing Center, (NC19P013011), was completed in 1978. This is a nine-

story building with 178 apartments for the elderly. For many years, the Council for Senior
Citizens was housed in this building, providing daily services. They recently moved their
administration and operations section to a newly constructed office building, but continue
to provide daily services to the  residents of  J. J. Henderson Housing Center. 

3. Forest Hill Heights, (NC19P013020), was completed in 1981. This is a garden apartment
community of 55 units for the elderly.

4. Morning Glory Senior Village, (NC19P013024), was completed in 2005, as part of the Few
Gardens HOPE VI revitalization project. This community consists of nineteen one-
bedroom units in the two-story main building, and two one-bedroom cottages and four two-
bedroom cottages located around the perimeter of the main building.

SECTION 8 HOMEOWNERSHIP PROGRAM CAPACITY STATEMENT

The Section 8 Homeownership Program of the Durham Housing Authority (DHA) permits
eligible participants and eligible applicants in the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program,
including participants with portable vouchers, the option of purchasing a home using Section 8
assistance.

More specifically, DHA’s Housing Choice Voucher Administrative Plan includes a
Homeownership Option which specifies the following criteria: 

a) establishing a minimum homeowners downpayment requirement of at least 3 percent and
requiring that at least 1 percent of the downpayment come from the family’s resources;

b) requiring that financing for purchase of a home under its Section 8 homeownership program
will: be provided, insured or guaranteed by the state or Federal government; comply with
secondary mortgage market underwriting requirements; or comply with generally accepted
private sector underwriting standards.

FOLLOW-UP PLANS FOR RESIDENT ASSESSMENT SUBSYSTEM (RASS)

To increase resident satisfaction in the areas of Safety, Communication, and
Neighborhood Appearance, the Durham Housing Authority recommends the
following corrective action plan. Communities scoring less than 75 % on the RASS
survey will receive priority attention, and communities receiving 75% or higher will
be assessed to maintain scores.

I. Action To Be Taken  In 2008

C Improve communication through contact with resident groups and
newsletters; monitor interactions between staff and residents; require
management staff to attend resident meetings and document all meetings with
residents; and have staff support resident organizations. Provide training for
staff in the areas of customer service and communication.

• Develop a Customer Service Survey out of the Agency’s Corporate
Communication office to evaluate customer service.

C Canvass each community monthly to evaluate lighting needs; task staff to
monitor and report poor lighting concerns; partnership with police department

Recommendations: Common areas in high-rise buildings and non-resident
buildings are to be evaluated for capital improvement needs. General painting
and miscellaneous repairs are to be completed by DHA extraordinary
maintenance budget or prioritized into the Capital Fund Program.

• Exterior of Building:
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Recommendations: Exterior of buildings is to be maintained by extraordinary
maintenance budget or planned in the Capital Fund Program. Identify, plan,
and implement improvements to address painting, gutters and downspouts,
windows, and screen doors needs.

Recommendations: All hard surface parking areas are to be programmed into
the Capital Fund Program.

Durham Housing Authority’s Community Service Program

In compliance with the Community Service and Self-Sufficiency Requirements for Public
Housing, Durham Housing Authority (DHA) has developed a plan of action to meet the
mandate. The Resident Services Director will implement the program. The Public
Housing Management staff will enforce this mandate. The Resident Councils will
provide appropriate assistance as needed.

The overall goal is to establish a community service program that allows for full
compliance with HUD requirements of eight hours (8) per month for community service,
self-sufficiency activities or a combination of both. This plan offers two components
from which residents will be able to choose: 1) an intense job skills and training program
provided through the Resident Services department and 2) community/volunteer service
coordinated by the resident. This level of activity of flexibility will promote program
participation and compliance.

Residents who qualify for the exemption status will complete a community service
exception form and will be provided with detailed information regarding what documents
are necessary for certification, as well as cut-off dates for compliance. Any change in
resident exemption status must be reported immediately to DHA for proper followup and
the recertification/verification process. 

Residents required to participate in the program will be monitored through the following
procedures:

1. Residents will be informed by the Recertification Team during occupancy classes,
move-in orientation, and reexamination. Resident Services Case Managers will
attend the occupancy classes and annual site-based reexaminations.

2. A community service program acknowledgment form will be signed by the
residents. The form acknowledges the resident’s exception status or their
responsibility to perform monthly eight hours of community service.

3. These same forms are then signed by the Recertification Team and forwarded to
the Resident Services department and/or the Case Manager present at the
occupancy/reexamination meeting.

4. The Support Services Coordinator and/or assigned Case Manager will make
contact with each resident within five business days to inform the resident of the
available self-sufficiency programs and services. A monthly calendar of such
programs and services will be distributed in a door-to-door outreach effort and
posted within all DHA community buildings.

5. Residents will complete a services program eight hour requirement verification
form each month describing hours earned and activities completed.

6. The services program eight hour requirement verification form will be submitted
to their respective Property Manager by the first Friday of each month, then
collected by the Support Services Coordinator, and assigned a Case Manager on
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the following Monday.

7. Supportive Services Coordinator will file completed community services program
eight hour requirement verification form in binders, log and maintain earned and
unearned hours of each resident utilizing the Tenmast community service tracking
module each month.

8. Support Services Coordinator will mail community service requirement status
letters describing earned and unearned hours to each participating resident and the
Recertification Manager by the first of the month in which the annual
reexamination is scheduled to be conducted.

9. Recertification Team will inform the Property Managers of the compliance or
noncompliance using the compliance/noncompliance certification form.

10. If the Property Manager determines that the community service requirement has
not been met, the resident will be given the opportunity to cure the
noncompliance.

11. The noncompliant household member and the head of household must sign a
noncompliance form and cure agreement.

12. The Property Manger will offer the household member(s) the opportunity to enter
into a cure agreement prior to the anniversary of the lease. The Property Manger
will forward the cure agreement to the Recertification Manager and Supportive
Services Coordinator. 

a. The agreement shall state that the household member(s) agree to
participate in community service activities to comply with the
requirement over the past 12-month period.

b. The cure shall occur over the 12-month period beginning with the
date of the agreement. The household member(s) shall also comply
with the current year’s community service requirement.

c. The first hours earned for community service will be applied
toward the current commitment until the current year’s
commitment is completed.

13. Supportive Services Coordinator will submit quarterly reports to the Property
Manager and Recertification Manager.

14. If any household member(s) does not accept the terms of the cure agreement or
falls behind in their obligation under the agreement to perform community
service, the Property Manger shall take action to terminate the lease of the head of
household.

If any head of household /household member does not agree with the
determination of the Property Manger, he/she may avail themselves to the process
outlined in the current grievance policy/procedures.



ATTACHMENT P

Capital Fund Financing Program Statement of Intent

Durham Housing Authority (DHA) intends to submit a proposal application to participate in the
Capital Fund Financing Program (CFFP), in order to address the immediate needs of its aging
public housing stock, as identified in the Physical Needs Assessment Report - June 2008, and the
Energy and Water Conservation Audits Report - May 2006. The CFFP, authorized under the
1998 Quality Housing and Work Responsibility Act (QHWRA), will enable DHA to borrow a
larger sum of funds now (bond financing or conventional loan) and repay with future capital
fund allocations. Up to 33% of future capital fund appropriations (subject to the availability of
appropriations) may be used for debt service. The proceeds will be utilized for capital fund
eligible expenses, to include the cost of financing.

Specifically, DHA, intends to utilize the proceeds to accomplish the following eligible activities:

• Gap financing in a mixed-finance transaction for the demolition, disposition, and
revitalization of the NC13-1 & 2 McDougald Terrace, NC13-4 Oldham Towers,  NC13-6
Liberty Street, NC13-7 Club Boulevard, and NC13-14 Forest Hill Heights Developments.

• Financing for the comprehensive rehabilitation of the NC13-5 Cornwallis Road,  NC13-
10 Morreene Road, and NC13-11 Damar Court Developments.
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ATTACHMENT Q

Durham Housing Authority’s Violence Against Women Act (VAWA) Policy

The “Violence Against Women and Department of Justice Reauthorization Act of 2005"
(Publication L. 109-162), Section 606 amends the low-income assistance voucher program (Sec.
8 (c) and 8 (d)); Section 607 amends public housing admissions (Sec. 6 (c)) and lease provision
(Sec. 6 (1)) under Section 6 of the U. S. Housing Act of 1937, and provides new benefits to
victims of domestic violence, dating violence, and stalking. In addition, this section creates a
new Section 6 (u) that would establish certification for the application of termination protection
and provides for the confidentiality of that information.

In accordance with the “ACT”, Durham Housing Authority will assist residents of public
housing and applicants and voucher holders of project-based and tenant-based programs by
establishing  policies that will enable the housing authority to serve the needs of child and adult
victims of domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault or stalking.
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VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN ACT POLICY

Overview:   The “Violence Against Women and Department of Justice Reauthorization Act of
2005" (Pub. L. 109-162) was signed into law on January 5, 2006. The Act reauthorizes and expands
provisions of the Violence Against Women Act (VAWA), which was originally enacted in 1994.

North Carolina Senate Bill #1029 enacted into law comprehensive legislation to ban tenant
discrimination against victims of domestic violence, sexual assault and stalking. This law protects
victims from discrimination by landlords and provides a statutory framework for allowing victims
to change locks or terminate their leases without penalty when necessary to escape a perpetrator.

The Housing Authority of the City of Durham (DHA) does not provide or coordinate any support
services or programs provided or offered by any agency, to child or adult victims of domestic
violence, dating violence, sexual assault or stalking.

Purpose:   To establish procedures for reports of domestic violence occurring in public housing
communities that serve the needs of child and adult victims of domestic violence, dating violence,
sexual assault or stalking.

Implementation:    Immediately.

Steps:

1. In accordance with the confidentiality requirements of the ACT, no personally identifying
information related to victims of domestic violence shall be included in HUD’s Management
Information System. De-identified or encrypted information may be used. Personally
identifying information includes but is not limited to such things as names, addresses, and
social security numbers.

2. Tenants requesting protection under the domestic violence act mus provide certification
regarding his or her status as a victim and eligibility for protection. Records of this
certification may include but will not be limited to documentation signed by an employee,
agent, or volunteer of a victim service provider, such as an attorney or a medical
professional, from whom the victim has sought assistance in addressing domestic violence,
dating violence, sexual assault, or stalking or the effect of the abuse, in which the
professional attests under penalty of perjury (28 U.S.C.1746) to the professional’s belief that
the incident or incidents in question are bona fide incidents of abuse, and the victim of
domestic violence, dating violence, or stalking has signed or attested to the documentation,
or by producing a Federal, State, or local police or court record.

3. Criminal activity directly relating to domestic violence engaged in by a member of a tenant’s
household or any guest or other person under the tenant’s control shall not be cause for
termination if the tenant or the immediate family member of the tenant’s family is the victim
or threatened victim of the domestic violence.

4. DHA may bifurcate the lease to remove a lawful occupant or tenant who engages in a
criminal act of violence to a family member or other without evicting victimized lawful

occupants.
5. DHA shall honor court orders regarding rights of access or control of property involving

parties to domestic violence.
6. DHA may evict or terminate a dwelling lease for other good cause unrelated to the incidents

or incidents of domestic violence.
7. DHA at the request of a tenant shall change the locks on the apartments of victims of

domestic violence with proper certifications.
8. DHA shall approve a transfer request from a victim of domestic violence after proper

certification, to an appropriate size unit based on availability. No further transfer request will
be approved unless the victim can attest that he or she did not divulge confidentiality of the
current address.

9. A certification of domestic violence must include the name of the perpetrator.
10. The tenant shall provide such certification within 14 business days after DHA requests such

certification in writing. If the certification is not received within 14 business days of DHA’s
written request, DHA may extend the 14-day deadline at its discretion.

11. DHA shall trespass/ban all perpetrators of domestic violence from all property owned or
operated by the agency.

12. Information provided by the victim pursuant to the certification shall be retained in
confidence and not entered into any shared database nor provided to any related entity except
when the disclosure is: consented to by the individual in writing, required for use in eviction
proceedings, or otherwise required by law.
