Of these applicants 158 or 66% are
elderly/disabled; 103or 34% are applicant families; the majority of these applicants have been waiting for ass stance since 2008.

Agency is currently allocated 60 Veterans
Affairs Supportive Housing(VASH) program vouchers. Almost 30% of the allocation is under contract. This program has provided
housing for the neediest of our Veterans.

4. Agency will keep allocation rate a 95% or above to ensure available funds are being utilized by those in need in Mendocino County.
Once a Federal budget is approved, Agency will finally be able to know available funding and will take action to maintain a minimum
95% allocation rate. The addition of 139 Tenant Protection Vouchers in 2010 have allowed the Agency to maintain affordable housing
in Mendocino County.
