Housing Authority Update:
» Glen welcomed members and updated everyone on a personal
health issue he was going through and let them know Jeff
Southwick would be in charge while he was absent
o Glen said he wanted to make sure this committee was meeting
quarterly during the next year '





o The SHA used the ARRA funds on new roofs in 2010 and are
making it a priority to buy all energy star items when replacing
appliances, equipment, and fixtures.

e SHA receives funds from #he HUD (federal government) not the
city of Stillwater

e Glen gave an overview of our three programs Public Housing,
Section 8, and FSS.

o Kay Adams suggested encouraging tenants to store food scrap in a
sealed can until trash goes out to dumpster, this would help with
pest control.

Section 8 Update:

Jeff Southwick handed out a sheet on the Section 8 waiting list status. It
has over 1000 people on the list with a 2 year wait.

Matt updated everyone on our latest PHAS score and explained how we
are scored on 4 categories. Matt went over the latest MASS submission.

Matt reported that SHA is working with CFH Architects to complete a wide
variety of modernizations including cabinets, counters, smoke alarms, vinyl
siding and new garage doors.

Matt also said we would continue to install new shower units on 1% floor
of Roxie Weber as the apartments come vacant to better serve our handicap
residents. We would also be changing out carpets and tiles as needed.

The Waiting List for the Housing Choice Voucher Program of the
Stillwater Housing Authority

The waiting list for the Housing Choice Voucher program has 1002 applicant families as of November 18,
2010. Those currently at the top of the list applied in January 2009 and the most recent application was
submitted in mid November 2010. Therefore the anticipated waiting period from time of application to

the pool at the top of the list is currently anticipated to be nearly two years.

The Stillwater
Housing
Authority
program is
currently limited
to no more than
656 vouchers, or
family units that
can receive
assistance each
year. Although
the number of
assisted families
may fluctuate
during the year,
sometimes
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exceeding 656 during a month, by the end of the calendar year the average must less than or equal to

Therefore because the average number of families that have terminated assistance during the last two
years has dropped, the number of applicant families that can be admitted from the waiting list has also

the PHA maintain a sustainable balance to keep current expenses equal to the budget of the current
year so that the maximum number of families can be assisted without relying on emergency funds.

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One major problem
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when the average
expense per unit began to rise. Increases in unit expense can be based on several factors such as an
increase in the typical rent charged by a landlord, an increase in the local utility rates, a decrease in the
family income, or an increase in average family size. Based on a review of the data over the last four
years it is apparent that no single factor is to blame, but although rent and utilities have increased, it
appears that local economic conditions have had a major role in reducing family income, and therefore
keeping those families from being terminated from Voucher assistance.

There are no simple solutions to this problem. Because the competition for housing in the Stillwater
area has remained high, there seems to be little incentive for landlords to reduce rental rates, and
although the PHA has the option to reduce Payment Standards to an amount up to ten percent below
the county fair market rent, it would make it more difficult for families to locate safe, sanitary and
decent housing in our current market. It is also doubtful that the cost of utilities will drop anytime soon,
and so the most obvious solution would be an improvement in our local economy that leads to an

increase in family income.

Section 8 Update:

° Jeff Southwick handed out a report on the Section 8 utility allowance. The
utility allowance is updated yearly as the utility rates change. HUD average
consumption rates along with local costs for utilities is used to establish the utility
allowance. The new utility allowance will go into effect November 1, 2011.
There was not much of a change from the utility allowance currently being used.

o Jeff Southwick also handed out a report on the Section 8 waiting list. He
discussed the purging of 6 months worth of the waiting list resulting in
approximately 250 applicants being dropped from the list. The waiting list is still
two years long with over 1000 on the waiting list.

° Jeff Southwick also handed out a copy of a flyer distributed to all Section 8
recipients about fraud. Fraud has become a problem for the Stillwater Housing

Authority. In order to combat fraud the flyer was mailed to all recipients

reminding them to report all income changes.





e Jeff Southwick talked about the housing authority’s new web site. A flyer on
the new website along with other pertinent information was supplied to the
board.

Public Housing Update:

° Matt Mills handed out the new utility allowance for Public Housing. The utility
allowance did not change for the coming year. HUD states that if the utility
allowance does not change more that 10% then a change does not have to be
put into effect.

o Matt Mills updated everyone on Public Housing's Flat Rents. The Flat Rents
correspond with the Fair Market Rent established by HUD. A flyer on the new
flat rents was distributed to the board members.

0 Matt Mills reported that SHA Non-Smoking Policy for Roxie Weber has been
approved by the SHA board. Procedures for the new rule will come out in June
or July 2011. The new policy will take effect October 1, 2011. The expected
consequences of non-compliance with the policy is a verbal warning, written
warning, a monetary fine, and lastly eviction.

Capital Fund Update:

. Matt Mills handed out the 5-year budget as well as the 2011 Capital Funds
Budget. Items discussed for the 2011 budget are landscaping for Roxie Weber
(tree trimming), bed bug extermination costs, new door lock systems for all our
houses, fire alarm panel replacement at Roxie Weber, and unit flooring.

. Matt Mills reminded everyone that if a repair or upgrade is not listed in the 5-
year plan then money cannot be used for that purpose. Thus the 5-year plan is
very broad to cover all contingencies.

> Matt Mills reports that the housing authority is currently working on vinyl
siding for the scattered site units, kitchen cabinets for the scattered site units,
and garage doors for scattered site units.

Grant Update:

° Lareeca Jordan reported that we did receive the FSS grant. This provides for
the Family Self-Sufficiency salary and fringe benefits. There are currently 60
participants in the program. The program is for 5 years with a potential of a two
year extension if needed.

) Toni Broyles reported that we did receive the Housing Counseling Grant. The
grant funds may be returned due to the extensive paperwork that has become
involved. This option is still being explored at this time.

o Kay Adams made a suggestion of providing ceiling fans for the Roxie Weber
units.





e Catherine Smith wanted to know is there was anything the housing authority
could do to the walls in the apartments to prevent damage from the electric
wheel chairs. Matt Mills said metal had been installed in a certain apartment to
prevent damage to the walls. He will check in to other alternatives.

e Kay Adams wanted to know if the new receptionist was related to the city
councilman. Matt Mills reported not knowing of any relationship.

o Kay Adams and Catherine Smith stated that landscaping would help the
appearance of Roxie Weber.

Six New York City Housing Authority (New York City) housing recipients or applicants were
each charged with allegedly making false statements; committing theft of government funds,
grand larceny, or forgery; possession of a forged instrument; offering a false instrument for
filing; or filing false business records. In addition, New York City housing recipients Sandra
Jimenez and Luzveminga Leon and unauthorized housing recipient Willmer Santiago were
collectively sentenced to 3 years probation and 72 months supervised release and ordered
to perform 100 hours of community service and pay HUD or New York City $55,971 in
restitution for their earlier guilty pleas to committing theft of government funds. Jimenez,
Lean, and Santiago admittedly and the remaining defendants allegedly failed to report
income, assets, unauthorized residents, or their nonresidency and the subleasing of their
subsidized units on housing certifications. Collectively, the above defendants obtained more
than $112,456 in housing assistance they were not enfitled to receive.

Sheri Hirsh, a former Douglas County Housing Authority (Douglas County) Housing
Choice Voucher program participant, was indicted in U.S. District Court, Omaha, NE, for
allegedly making false statements; former Douglas County Section 8 tenant Shena Holmes
entered into a pretrial diversion, admitted to making false statements, and agreed (o pay
Douglas County $12,584 in restitution; and former Douglas County housing recipients
Cynthia Ellis, Bernita Anderson, and Deonna Wright-Reese were collectively sentenced to
12 years probation and ordered to pay Douglas County $31,163 in restitution for their
carlier guilty pleas to making false statements to HUD. From 2003 te 2008, Hirsh allegedly
and the remaining defendants admittedly failed to report income on housing certifications
and collectively obtained $78,623 in housing assistance they were not entitled to receive.

NON SMOKING POLICY

Whereas, the U.S. Surgeon General, National Research Council and National Academy of Sciences,
report that environmental tobacco smoke causes lung cancer in healthy adult nonsmokers, and can
cause lung function and structure alteration to the fetus of pregnant no nsmoking women. Additionally,
in utero exposure is known to predispose children to long-term pulmonary risks. Further, these
agencies found separating smokers and non smokers within the same air space may reduce but does not
eliminate a nonsmoker’s exposure to environmental tobacco smoke.

Whereas, the U.S. environmental Protection Agency (EPA) finds that environmental tobacco smoke is a
Group A Carcinogen-a category reserved for known cancer-causing agents in humans.

Whereas, the National Institute for Occupational Safety and Health (NIOSH):

(a) Finds that secondhand smoke poses and increased risk of lung cancer and possibly, heart
disease to people exposed in the worksite,

(b) Recommends that nonsmokers should not be exposed to secondhand smoke, and

(c) Indicates that simple separation of smokers and nonsmokers within the same airspace may
reduce, but does not eliminate, the exposure of nonsmaokers to secondhand smoke.

Whereas, the California Air resources Board (ARB) in their scientific review Panel report approved on
January 26, 2006 stated that environmental tobacco smoke is a Toxic Air Contaminant that may cause
and /or contribute to death or serious illness, thereby putting secondhand tobacco smoke in the same
category as the most toxic automotive and industrial air pollutants.

Whereas, these studies find that tobacco smoke is a major contributor to indoor air pollution and that
breathing secondhand smoke is a cause of disease, including cancer, heart disease and stroke in
nonsmokers. At special risk are elderly people, infants, children, teens, and pregnant women,
nonsmokers with long-term exposure to secondhand smoke, individual with cardiovascular disease and
individuals with impaired respiratory function including those with obstructive airway disease. Also
harmed are those with health conditions induced by breathing secondhand smoke including asthma,
lung cancer heart disease and respiratory infection, decreased respiratory function, including
bronchoconstriction and broncho-spasm.

Whereas, the Department of Housing and Urban Development has issued HUD Notice PIH 2009-21,
allowing Non-Smoking policies in Public Housing and

Whereas, the Stillwater Housing Authority has placed the intent of Non-Smoking policy in our public
housing plan in accordance with PIH 2009-21 and that according to the U.S. Green Building council to
ensure good indoor air quality non —~smoking in public housing is essential.

Subject: Non-Smoking Policies in Public Housing

1. Purpose. This notice strongly encourages Public Housing Authorities (PHAS) to implement
non-smoking policies in some or all of their public housing units. According to the American
Lung Association, cigaretie smoking is the number one cause of preventable disease in the
United States. The elderly and young populations, as well as people with chronic illnesses, are
especially vulnerable to the adverse effects of smoking. This concern was recently addressed by
the Family Smoking Prevention and Tobacco Control Act, P.L. 111-31, signed by the President
on June 22,2009. Because Environmental Tobacco Smoke (ETS) can migrate between units in
multifamily housing, causing respiratory illness, heart disease, cancer, and other adverse health
effects in neighboring families, the Department is encouraging PHAs to adopt non-smoking
policies. By reducing the public health risks associated with tobacco use, this notice will enhance
the effectiveness of the Department’s efforts to provide increased public health protection for
residents of public housing. Smoking is also an important source of fires and fire-related deaths
and injuries. Currently, there is no Departmental guidance on smoking in public housing.

2. Applicahiliﬂ. This notice applies to Public Housing.

3. Background. Secondhand smoke, which is also known as environmental tobacco smoke
(ETS), is the smoke that comes from the burning end of a cigarette, pipe or cigar, and the smoke
exhaled from the lungs of smokers. ETS is involuntarily inhaled by nonsmokers, and can cause
or worsen adverse health effects, including cancer, respiratory infections and asthma. The 2006
Surgeon General’s report on secondhand smoke identifies hundreds of chemicals in it that are
known to be toxic. The report (The Health Consequences of Involuntary Exposure to
Secondhand Smoke) is located at www.cdc.gov/tobacco/data_statistics/ser/index.htm.
Secondhand smoke causes almost 50,000 deaths in adult non-smokers in the United States each
year, including approximately 3,400 from lung cancer and another 22,000 to 69,000 from heart
disease.

Secondhand smoke exposure causes disease and premature death in children and adults who do
not smoke according to the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)
www.epa.gov/smokefree/healtheffects.html.






7. Maintenance. It is well known that turnover costs are increased when apartments are vacated
by smokers. Additional paint to cover smoke stains, cleaning of the ducts, replacing stained
window blinds, or replacing carpets that have been damaged by cigarettes can increase the cost to
make a unit occupant ready. View the Sanford Maine Housing Authority case study at

8. Smoking Cessation National Support. Because tobacco smoking is an addictive behavior,
PHAs that implement non-smoking policies should provide residents with information on local
smoking cessation resources and programs. Local and state health departments are sources of
information on smoking cessation; see the American Lung Association’s (ALA’s) Web page on
State Tobacco Cessation Coverage www.lungusa?2 .org/cessation? for information on cessation
programs, both public and private, in all States and the District of Columbia. The National
Cancer Institute’s Smoking Quit Line can be called toll-free at 877-44U-QUIT (877-448-7848).
