9.0 Housing Needs

The Consolidated Plan for Luzerne County presents data that shows that the
low income and minority population experiences problems related to the
affordability, supply, quality and size of units. Their data presents displays
that outline the needs of households with housing problems (defined as
households occupying units without a complete kitchen or bathroom, that
contain more than one person per room, or that pay more than 30 % of their
income to cover housing expenses.)



The table below provides a breakdown of the percentage of renting
households with housing problems by income levels.

Progress in meeting mission and goals

Goal 1: Increase the availability of decent, safe and affordable housing

The Authority has partnered with the Office of Community Development
(HOME funds), Federal Home Loan Bank, and Luzerne National Bank to
develop a 30 unit elderly building in the West Hazleton (lower Luzerne
County). The units will be available for occupancy 11/1/10. To further
enhance their affordability, the Authority was successful in having Project
Based Section 8 assistance attached to the units.

Goal 2: Improve the quality of assisted housing and community life
The Authority has maintained its status as a High Performer in both Public
Housing and Section 8 assessment systems; has installed security cameras
in its elderly housing, has continued to comprehensively rehab its public
housing units and continues its participation in the Energy Performance
Contract.

Goal 3: Increase housing choices

The Authority continues its use of the Section 8 Homeownership Program.
Goal 4: Promote self sufficiency of elderly residents

The Authority has been successful in securing a ROSS grant for FY 2009.

When the Authority completes it 5 year plan for the Capital Fund Program, we
anticipate what work items will be done in the next five years. These items
may change over the years and other work items may become important.
