Qualifying for Policy Priority Status Under the Fiscal Year (FY) 2010 Housing Choice Voucher/Family Self-Sufficiency (HCV/FSS) Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA)
Eligibility for funding priority status under the FY 2010 HCV/FSS NOFA will be implemented through the logic model using the following policy priorities: #1, Job Creation/Employment, #4, Knowledge Sharing and Capacity Building, and #5, Using Housing as a  Platform for Improving Other Outcomes.  
An applicant that wishes to receive funding status priority must include at least two of those HUD policy priorities in its logic model by selecting appropriate activities/outputs that are labeled “Policy Priority” in column 3 and the related required Policy Priority outcomes in column 5.  The alphabetical dropdown listings for activities/outputs (column 3) and for outcomes (column 5) include choices that are labeled “Policy Priority” and then identify the specific priority.
As an example, an applicant that has decided to focus on the job creation/employment priority as one of its choices could select ‘Policy Priority-Job Creation/Employment-Partnership with Workforce Investment Board (WIB) to establish apprenticeship programs and/or job opportunities” in column 3.  The applicant would then choose a related outcome from the column 5 dropdown listing such as “Policy Priority-Job Creation/Employment – Number of job placements as a result of partnerships with the Workforce Investment Board” or “Policy Priority – Job Creation/Employment – Number of new apprenticeship programs established as a result of partnership(s) with Workforce Investment Board.”  The applicant would then select a second Policy Priority in column 3 and an appropriate related outcome in column 5.
