PHA & HUD Staff Training for HUD’s 

Enterprise Income Verification (EIV) System

Program Description:  This “live” classroom training session provides PHA and HUD staff with hands on training for using HUD’s upfront income verification (UIV) tool – the Enterprise Income Verification (EIV) system, version 8.0, to streamline the income verification process. PHAs are strongly encouraged to implement the use of the EIV system into their day-to-day management of HUD rental assistance programs to reduce improper subsidy payments.  This training session will also provide in-depth guidance on how to use the EIV system’s various occupancy reports to detect and deter fraud within the public housing and housing choice voucher programs.  Specifically, this training session will demonstrate how to reduce tenant rent, subsidy payment and HAP payment errors by: 

1. Identifying program participants who may have misrepresented their income, and provide PHAs with guidance on how to resolve income discrepancies;

a. Calculation of tenant retroactive rents

b. Tenant repayment agreements

2. Using household income reports during mandatory annual and interim reexaminations; 

3. Identifying program participants who may have started new jobs;

4. Identifying program participants who may already be receiving rental assistance;

5. Identifying deceased program participants; and

6. Identifying program participants whose personal identifying information (i.e. social security number, date of birth, and/or surname) requires re-verification and corrections.
