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The objective of this document is to provide basic steps to install DCD 2.3.3 on a user’s computer. This is not a comprehensive user 
manual.  
 
Before you begin, ensure the following: 
 

1. You have a computer with Windows XP 
2. You have administrative privileges to install software and update the Windows registry 
3. You uninstall previous versions/installations of DCD 

 
Introduction: DCD version 2.3.3 comprises of technical updates to DCD version 2.3 and given the operating constraints, PASS IT has 
tried to maintain the setup protocol that exists for DCD 2.3. 
 
The setup package shall be delivered as a self-extracting executable (REAC233.EXE) via a hyperlink on a webpage or a CD. 
 
Setup DCD 2.3.3: 
 
Step 1: Extract Setup Files

 Click Unzip. The files will be extracted to C:\Windows\Temp\DCD233 
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Step 2: Install DCD 2.3.3 
 

 
 

 Locate the setup.exe in C:\WINDOWS\Temp\DCD233 and double click to begin installation 
 
The installation begins with a check for Visual Basic runtime and installs the runtime components, as applicable. The initial screen 
would resemble the following: 
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After installing the runtime components, the setup proceeds with the actual software installation. The first screen after successful 
runtime installation is below. 
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 Click the ‘OK’ button to continue installation

 Click the ‘Setup’ button with default Installation location 
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 Click the ‘Continue’ button; you may customize the Program Group to suit your needs, but it is recommended to retain the 
default value. Default values prove valuable when you are working with TAC to troubleshoot installation issues 

 The setup proceeds to install data access components and the inspection software (no user intervention is required at this 
time) 

 On successful installation, the following screen is displayed. Click the ‘OK’ button to close and exit setup 
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Step 3: Verify Installation 
 

 
 On the Windows task bar, click Start -> All Programs; verify that the DCD program group is created. This program group will 

have just one menu entry ‘DCD’ 

 Click ‘DCD’ to run 
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 Verify that the version is 2.3.3 on the DCD startup screen 
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 Click the ‘Exit’ button to close and exit the application 

 This confirms that DCD 2.3.3 was installed successfully
