	Part I. Byrd Amendment.

	The Lender states, to the best of its knowledge and belief, that: If any funds have been paid or will be paid to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a Member of Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a Member of Congress in connection with this commitment providing for the United States to insure or guarantee a loan, the Lender shall complete and submit Standard Form-LLL, "Disclosure Form to Report Lobbying," in accordance with its instructions.  Submission of this statement is a prerequisite for making or entering into this transaction imposed by Section 1352, Title 31, U.S. Code.  Any person who fails to file the required statement shall be subject to a civil penalty of not less than $10,000 and not more than $100,000 for each such failure.


	Part II. Identities of Interest.

	There are three exceptions when a certification is not required: loan advances made in accordance with Program Obligations; notes given to evidence additional financing charges owed by Borrower to the MAP Lender as authorized in the MAP Guide and as disclosed pursuant to section (20)(h) of the Lender’s Certificate (HUD-92434M or later designation) or section 21(f) of the Certificate of Lender contained in the Request for Endorsement of Credit Instrument (HUD-92455M or later designation), as applicable; or lender advances made pursuant to the Security Instrument (HUD-94000M or later designation).  In all other circumstances, the MAP Lender must certify and agree that it: 

1. does not have outstanding loans or advances to the Borrower’s Team, any of the sponsors, the general contractor, or the architect for any purpose directly or indirectly related to the MAP loan without prior written approval of HUD; 

2. will not make any loans or advances to the aforementioned parties; 

3. has not made or offered, and shall not make or offer, any guarantees, pledges, reservations of sums to become due, or other inducements to any entity or person associated with the MAP loan. 



	Part III. Due Diligence.

	The Lender certifies to the following with respect to the loan application submitted for the Project:

1. The Lender has reviewed all in-house and third party forms/reports/reviews.

2. Each preparer of the forms/reports/reviews has provided evidence to the Lender that such preparer is qualified per HUD requirements, and has provided evidence to the Lender that such preparer has the required insurance, if any is required by HUD.

3. The forms/reports/reviews were prepared in the manner required by HUD and, to the best of Lender’s knowledge, are complete and accurate.
4. The identity of staff and contractors who contributed to the underwriting presentation and their role will be provided.  Transactions will not be underwritten by Underwriter Trainees.
5. Based upon the Underwriter's analysis, the proposed loan represents an acceptable risk to HUD 
and is financially sound.  The proposed loan and processing complies with all FHA statutory, regulatory, and administrative requirements.

6. The Underwriter is employed full time by the MAP Lender and has no other side deals, agreements, or financial considerations in connection with this transaction.
