Violence Against Women Act

 VAWA provides housing protections for
survivors of domestic violence, sexual
assault, dating violence, and stalking who
are applying for or living in federally
assisted housing.

 The law applies to a survivor regardless of
sex, gender identity, sexual orientation,
disability, or age.

e VAWA does not apply to market-rate rental
housing (unless there is a voucher or other
federal subsidy).

CDBG Participating Jurisdictions must certify and report certain
problematic laws and policies.

Provides VAWA enforcement authorities to HUD and DOJ.
Requires federal agencies to establish VAWA compliance review
processes.

Amends the definition of “homeless” under the McKinney-Vento
Homeless Assistance Act.

Requirements

Establishes a Gender-based Violence Prevention Office and VAWA

Director position at HUD.

Requires HUD to conduct a study assessing the housing needs of
trafficking survivors experiencing homelessness or housing instability.

Provides HUD funding for VAWA training and technical assistance.
