The FHA HECM Program is the Federal reverse mortgage program that enables senior homeowners to withdraw against their home’s equity to supplement their income, while still living in the property.   

HERMIT has two separate modules – a Servicing Module (SM) and an Accounting Module (AM), that work together to collect, store, process, and report on the HECM program. FHA-approved HECM mortgagees and HUD perform monthly reconciliations between their servicing system and HERMIT to ensure accuracy between both applications.

The types of individuals PII collected:  Borrowers Full Name, Home Address, Phone Number, Social Security Number, DOB, Financial information; Lenders TIN, email address.   More details and subcategories of information collected are provided in Section 2A.

The HERMIT Servicing Module collects, stores, and presents reverse mortgage data including all property information, borrower data, and loan characteristics. The Servicing module supports various functions, such as loan setup, collection of insurance premiums, accruals, loan transaction processing, compliance monitoring, and default management.

Documents and data related to HUD's Home Equity Conversion Mortgage (HECM) Program that are stored in the HERMIT Servicing Module. 
• The Servicing Module includes the following major components:
o Loan Setup/Premiums Collection
o General Servicing activities for Insurance-In-Force cases and Assigned loans 
o Claims processing

A HERMIT transaction is triggered once an HECM case is accepted, endorsed, and transferred to HERMIT for processing.  Prior to, an FHA-approved HECM mortgagee transmits the borrowers and property data to HUD, then a series of data validations are performed by various functions throughout files exchanged between and among various Single Family of Housing systems and external systems to HUD.
