The waiver is limited to 203(k) mortgages closed on or before August 31, 2025 for a property located in a Presidentially Declared Major Disaster Area (PDMDA) associated with Hurricane/Tropical Storm Helene and Hurricane Milton. This waiver does not waive the requirement that at least one borrower occupy the property within 60 days in accordance with the requirements in the Handbook 4000.1 II.A.1.b.iii (A) for Principal Residences.

	7a: As result of Hurricane/Tropical Storm Helene, and potentially for Hurricane Milton, a large number of properties have been affected and are in serious need of repairs. FHA's 203(k)program can assist with the recovery of these communities. The Limited 203(k) program may be used to finance minor remodeling and non-structural repairs, and the total rehabilitation cost may not exceed $35,000 ($50,000 effective November 4, 2024). This program does not require the use of a 203(k) Consultant but if the repairs prevent the borrower from occupying the property for more than 15 days (30 days effective November 4, 2024), then it flips to a Standard 203(k). In the aftermath of these hurricanes, essential resources such as construction materials and contractors may be redirected to address urgent infrastructure and higher-priority needs, creating a significant supply shortage for homeowners. Given these challenges, the current requirements under the 203(k) program, including the recent enhancements that will allow a 30-day extension of the repairs-related occupancy period, may not provide sufficient time for homeowners to complete necessary repairs. Therefore, FHA believes that a temporary waiver of the FHA definition of "major repair" as related to the time period for completion of the repair within 15 days (or 30 days after November 4, 2024) is crucial to ensure homeowners in these areas can rebuild their properties effectively and safely. The extension is requested through August 2025 to account for additional delays due to the upcoming winter season in some areas and the remaining threat of the hurricane season.
