Subject:	Designation of FY 2000 Revitalization Areas








The zip code designations contained in this Notice supersede all previous revitalization area designations issued by the Office of Housing under the Single Family Property Disposition Program.  The attachment identifies the 663 ZIP codes that will remain in effect until further notice.  Uninsured properties located in these ZIP code areas, or portions of them, are eligible for a 30 percent discount on HUD-owned properties sold to nonprofit organizations and government agencies, including public housing authorities as set forth in Notice H-95-89, Revisions to SFPD Sales Procedures.  In those instances where a partial ZIP code has been identified, the Homeownership Center (HOC) having jurisdiction should be contacted for specifics on applicable boundaries.  The following ZIP codes are eligible for sales under both the Officer and Teacher Next Door Programs, and 50% discounts should be applied to sales of properties under these programs.
