Revised Eligibility Requirements for FHA Roster Appraisers
The purpose of this Mortgagee Letter is to remind all approved lenders and appraisers that, as of October 1, 2009, appraisers listed on the Federal Housing Administration (FHA) Appraiser Roster who are not state certified (certified residential or certified general) will be removed from the Roster.   Impacted appraisers are encouraged to review Mortgagee Letter 2008-39, available at http://www.hud.gov/offices/adm/hudclips/, for more detailed information on the revised eligibility requirements set by Congress under the Housing and Economic Recovery Act of 2008.   Appraisers who are removed from the roster but who subsequently meet the minimum state certification eligibility requirements may apply for reinstatement to the Roster.
