_____________________________________________________________________________Subject:  Extension – Recipient Inspection of Housing Units Assisted under the Native American Housing Assistance and Self Determination Act of 1996 (NAHASDA) and Those Assisted Under the United States Housing Act of 1937.  
1.  Purpose. This Notice extends for another year Notice PIH 2009-30 (TDHEs), same subject, which will expire on August 31, 2010, for another year until August 31, 2011.
2.  Background.  NAHASDA (Section 403(b)) requires recipients to conduct on-site inspections of housing assisted under the Act.  Inspections are to be conducted on-site at least annually to determine compliance with applicable requirements which includes maintenance of assisted housing (Section 203(b) and (e)). The results of each review are to be included in the performance report submitted annually per Section 404 of NAHASDA.
3.  Paperwork Reduction Act.  The information collection requirements contained in this Notice have been approved by the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) under the Paperwork Reduction Act of 1995 (44 U.S. C. 3501-35200) and assigned OMB Control number 2577-0218 (Exp. 07/31/2012).  In accordance with the Paperwork Reduction Act, HUD may not conduct or sponsor, and a person is not required to respond to, a collection of information unless the collection displays a currently valid OMB control number.
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
