ORDER GRANTING GOYERNMENT’S
MOTION TO DISMISS

On October 27, 2016, HUD filed a Complaint against Respondents seeking five
civil penalties and an assessment under the Program Fraud Civil Remedies Act of 1986
(PFCRA), 31 U.S.C. §§ 3801-3812, as implemented by 24 C.F.R. Part 28. In the
Complaint, HUD seeks civil penalties of $37,500 and an assessment of $9,300 for the
false claims that Respondents allegedly submitted to HUD in connection with the Section
8 Housing Choice Voucher Program (Voucher Program) for a total award of $46,800 less
any restitution paid.

The Government now moves for dismissal of the matter on the basis that the
parties have reached a settlement agreement that resolves all of the issues of the case. In

support of its Motion to Dismiss, the Government attached a copy of the fully executed
settlement agreement.

For good cause, the Government’s Motion to Dismiss will be GRANTED and this
matter is DISMISSED.
