ORDER GRANTING DISMISSAL

On November 21,2017, the Complaint in this matter was received and assigned
to the undersigned for hearing pursuant to 31 U.S.C. § 3801, et seq., as implemented by
24 C.F.R Part 28. The Complaintsought a civil penalty in the amount of $7,500 and an
assessment of $1,218 against Alfred Coleman and Tyist Decquir Coleman
("Respondents") for making a false claim in violation of the Program Fraud Civil
Remedies Act of 1986, 31 U.S.C. §§ 3801-3812.

The United States Department of Housing and Urban Development
("Government") now moves for dismissal of this matter with prejudice. The basis of the
Government's Motion to Dismiss is that service of the Complaint was not successful and
the statute of limitations will have passed by the time the Government can confirm
service on Respondents.
