1 Measure to the nearest 1/8th or 1/10th of an inch. [1/8 = 0.125, 2/8 = 0.25, 3/8 = 0.375, 4/8 = 0.5, 5/8 = 0.625, 6/8 = 0.75, 7/8 = 0.875] 
2 Calculate sample area in square feet as follows: Calculate square inches for each surface sampled, add together, then divide total by 144. 
3  Provide areas, direct laboratory to report the dust lead result in µg/ft2.
NOTE:  EPA standards: 40 µg/ft2 (interior floors); 250 µg/ft2 (interior window sills) for Risk Assessment; 25 µg/ft2  and 125 µg/ft2 for screen.
