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NATIVE HAWAIIAN HOUSING PLAN (HUD-50090)

COVER SHEET
On the first line of the Native Hawaiian Housing Plan (NHHP) cover sheet is the name of the Department of Hawaiian Homelands (DHHL) for whom the NHHP is prepared.  On the following two lines, enter the name, telephone number and address of the DHHL contact person. The DHHL contact person is the person who is best able to answer questions regarding the NHHP.

In the next section, check to indicate if the NHHP is an original submission or an amended submission.  On the fiscal year line, enter the Federal Fiscal Year for which funding will be made available to the NHHP.  For example, October 1, 2002, to September 30, 2003, is Federal Fiscal Year 2003.  On the next line, enter the HUD-assigned grant number.  On the estimated grant amount line, enter the amount expected to be received for the 1-year plan period.  If the actual grant amount is not known at the time the NHHP is submitted, leave the actual grant amount line blank.  The Office of Native American Programs (ONAP) will complete the date and time HUD receives the plan.

TABLE OF CONTENTS PAGE

For each required NHHP element listed, enter the page number where the information can be found in the NHHP.

5-YEAR PLAN
Respond to each of the elements requested in the 5-year plan section of the NHHP.  In addition to text, information may be presented in the form of charts, tables, maps, etc.

1-YEAR PLAN
Respond to each of the elements requested in the 1-year plan section of the NHHP.  In addition to text, information may be presented in the form of charts, tables, maps, etc.

TABLE 1 - STATEMENT OF NEEDS
Complete the table in accordance with the instructions below.

TABLE HEADING
Grant Number:  Enter the HUD-assigned grant number for the Federal Fiscal Year for which the table is prepared.

Federal Fiscal Year:  Enter the Federal Fiscal Year for which assistance is to be made available.  For example, October 1, 2002, to September 30, 2003, is Federal Fiscal Year 2003.

DHHL Program Year:  Enter the starting date of DHHL’s designated program year (mm/dd/yy).
Housing Area:  Describe the housing area that the data in the table represents.  For purposes of this table, housing area is the area within which the DHHL is authorized to provide assistance for affordable housing under the Hawaiian Homelands Homeownership Act of 2000.

DEFINITIONS

The following definitions are to be used when completing Table 1.

Low-income family:  A low-income family means a family whose income does not exceed 80 percent of the median income for the area, as determined by the Secretary with adjustments for smaller and larger families, except that the Secretary may establish income ceilings higher or lower than 80 percent of the median for the area on the basis of the findings of HUD or the agency that such variations are necessary because of prevailing levels of construction costs or unusually high or low family incomes.

Family:  The term family includes, but is not limited to, a family with or without children, an elderly family, a near-elderly family, a disabled family, or a single person, as determined by the DHHL.

Median income:  The definition of median income, with respect to an area that is a housing area, is the greater of the median income for the housing area, which shall be determined by HUD, or the median income for the State of Hawaii.

Elderly family:  The term elderly family means a family whose head (or his or her spouse), or whose sole member, is an elderly person (at least 62 years of age).  Such terms include two or more elderly persons living together, and one or more such persons living with one or more persons determined under the NHHP to be essential to their care or well-being.

Near-elderly family:  The term near-elderly family means a family whose head (or his or her spouse), or whose sole member, is a near-elderly person (at least 55 years of age and less than 62 years of age).  Such terms include two or more near-elderly persons living together, and one or more such persons living with one or more persons determined under the NHHP to be essential to their care or well-being.

Substandard housing:  Substandard housing is a housing unit that is dilapidated, does not have operable indoor plumbing, does not have a usable flush toilet inside the unit for the exclusive use of a family, does not have a usable bathtub or shower inside the unit for the exclusive use of a family, does not have electricity (or has inadequate or unsafe electrical service), does not have a safe or adequate source of heat, should, but does not have a kitchen, or has been declared unfit for habitation by an agency or unit of government.

       A dilapidated housing unit is a unit that does not provide safe and adequate shelter and, in its present    

condition, endangers the health, safety, or well-being of a family; or a unit that has one or more critical  defects, or a combination of intermediate defects in sufficient number or extent to require considerable repair or rebuilding.  The defects may involve original construction, or they may result from continued neglect or lack of repair or from serious damage to the structure.

Over-crowded conditions:  Overcrowded means households with more than 1.01 persons per room.

Units needing rehabilitation:  Units in need of rehabilitation are units that fail to meet the DHHL’s local housing quality standards (HQS).

      The DHHL’s local HQS must be at least as stringent as those used for the Section 8 program (see 24 CFR       982.401) unless the ONAP approves less stringent standards based on a determination that local       

      conditions make the use of the Section 8 standards infeasible.  Any less stringent standards must still,  

      however, provide:

1. that the house is safe, in a physically sound condition with all systems performing their intended design functions;

2. a livable home environment;

3. an energy efficient building and systems that incorporate energy conservation measures;

4. adequate space and privacy for all intended household members.

Supportive service housing:  Supportive service housing is housing, including housing units and group quarters, that has a supportive environment and includes a planned supportive service component.  A planned supportive service component includes services provided to residents of supportive service housing for the purpose of facilitating the independence of residents.  Examples of services include case management, medical or psychological counseling and supervision, childcare, transportation, and job training.

College housing:  College housing is housing, the primary purpose of which is for students who are attending post high school educational facilities.

Transitional housing:  Transitional housing is housing, the purpose of which is to facilitate the movement of homeless individuals and families to permanent housing within 24 months.

Homeless housing:  Homeless housing is any facility, the primary purpose of which is to provide temporary or transitional shelter for the homeless in general or for specific populations of the homeless.

PART I:  DHHL’s HOUSING AREA PROFILE
The information required in Part I relates to Native Hawaiian persons and families.

Column a - Person and Family Categories:  This column lists selected categories for data collection.  Line 1 requests information in terms of persons and lines 2 through 6 request information in terms of families.

Column b - All Income Levels:  Enter the requested information for Native Hawaiians at all income levels including low-income.

Column c - Low-Income:  Enter the requested information for low-income Native Hawaiians.  This column is a subset of column b and, therefore, the numbers entered in this column should never be greater than those entered in column b.

Line 1 - Total Native Hawaiian Population:  Enter the total number of Native Hawaiian persons.

Line 2 - Number of Native Hawaiian Families:  Enter the total number of Native Hawaiian families.

Line 3 - Number of Elderly Native Hawaiian Families:  Enter the total number of elderly Native Hawaiian families.

Line 4 - Number of Near-Elderly Native Hawaiian Families:  Enter the total number of near-elderly Native Hawaiian families.

Line 5 - Number of Native Hawaiian Families Living in Substandard Housing:  Enter the number of Native Hawaiian families who are currently living in substandard housing.

Line 6 - Number of Native Hawaiian Families Living in Over-Crowded Conditions:  Enter the number of Native Hawaiian families who are currently living in over-crowded housing.

PART II:  CURRENT STATUS AND FUTURE NEEDS
The information required in Part II relates to Native Hawaiian persons and families.

Column a - Type of Housing:  This column lists selected housing categories.

Column b - Existing Housing:  Enter the number of existing housing units (or beds in the case of homeless housing) in the housing area for each housing category described on lines 7 through 12.

Column c - Needs for All Native Hawaiian Families:  Enter the number of housing units (or beds in the case of homeless housing) needed for all Native Hawaiian Families for each housing category described on lines 7 through 12.

Column d - Needs for Low-Income Native Hawaiian Families:  Enter the number of housing units (or beds in the case of homeless housing) needed for low-income Native Hawaiian families for each housing category described on lines 7 through 12.  This column is a subset of column c.  Therefore, the numbers entered in this column should never be greater than those entered in column c.

Line 7.a. - Rental Housing - Number of Units:  Enter the number of rental housing units, including units that are privately owned (include DHHL housing), that are occupied or vacant.  However, do not include supportive service housing, college housing, transitional housing, or homeless housing.  These categories of housing are listed on lines 9 through 12.

Line 7.b. - Rental Housing - Number of Units Needing Rehabilitation:  Enter the number of rental housing units (from those entered in line 7.a.) that are in need of rehabilitation.

Line 8.a. - Homeowner Housing - Number of Units:  Enter the number of owner occupied housing units (occupied or vacant), including privately owned housing.

Line 8.b. - Homeowner Housing - Number of Units Needing Rehabilitation:  Enter the number of owner housing units (from those entered in line 8.a.) that are in need of rehabilitation.

Line 9 - Supportive Service Housing:  Enter the number of supportive service housing units.

Line 10 - College Housing:  Enter the number of college housing units.

Line 11 - Transitional Housing:  Enter the number of transitional housing units.

Line 12 - Homeless Housing:  Enter the number of homeless housing in terms of beds.

TABLE 2 - FINANCIAL RESOURCES
Complete the table in accordance with the instructions below.

TABLE HEADING
Grant Number:  Enter the HUD assigned grant number for the Federal Fiscal Year for which the table is prepared.

Federal Fiscal Year:  Enter the Federal Fiscal Year for which assistance is to be made available.  For example, October 1, 2002, to September 30, 2003, is Federal Fiscal Year 2003.

DHHL Program Year:  Enter the starting date of the DHHL designated program year (mm/dd/yy).

Original Submission:  Enter an "X" if this table is an original submission.

Amended Submission:  Enter an "X" if this table amends a prior submission.

PART I:  SOURCES OF FUNDS FOR ACTIVITIES

In Part I of Table 2, list only the sources of funds and related dollar amounts that will be used for eligible affordable housing activities as listed in Part II of this table.

If the exact amount of funds reasonably expected to be made available during the plan period is not known at the time the NHHP is prepared, estimate amounts as accurately as possible.

Column a - Sources of Funds:  This column lists selected sources of funds that may be used for activities.

Column b - Planned Amount:  Enter the amounts of funds that are expected to be received during the period of time covered by the 1-year plan that will be used for eligible activities.


Line 1 – HUD Resources
Line 1.a. – Native Hawaiian Block Grant:  Enter the amount of block grant funds expected to be received during the period covered by the 1-year plan.

Line 1.b. - Program Income:  Enter the amount of program income expected to be received during the period covered by the 1-year plan.  Program income is defined in the Interim Rule.

Line 1.c. – Other HUD Programs: Enter the amount of funding expected to be received from other HUD Programs during the period covered by the 1-year plan.  This could include 184A, Community Development Block Grant, HOME, etc.

Line 2 – Other Federal Resources
Line 2.a., b. and c. – Enter the amount and identify the source of other Federal Resources that will be used for affordable housing activities.

Line 3 – State Resources
Line 3.a., b. and c. – Enter the amount and identify the source of State Resources that will be used for affordable housing activities.

Line 4 – Private Resources
Line 4.a., b. and c. – Enter the amount and identify the source of Private Resources that will be used for affordable housing activities.

Line 5 - Total Resources:  Enter the total amount of all resources by adding lines 1 through 4.

PART II:  ALLOCATION OF FUNDS FOR NHHBG ACTIVITIES
Column a - Activity:  This column lists the NHHBG eligible activities.  If model activities are to be undertaken as part of the 1-year plan, they must be identified on line 5.

Column b - Budgeted NHHBG Amount:  Enter the amount of NHHBG funds to be budgeted for each NHHBG activity.  This number should include direct program costs (e.g., program materials and contract costs associated with the eligible activity).  Planning and administration costs that are not direct costs should be budgeted under line 6, Planning and Administration.  Line 7, column b. should equal the amount in Part I, line 1.a.

Column c – Budgeted Other Amounts:  Enter the amount of “Other” funds from Part I, lines 1.b. through 4.c. to be budgeted for each NHHBG activity.  Line 7, column c. should equal the amount in Part I, line 5 minus line 1.a.

Column d - Number of Units:  Enter the number of units to be completed for each activity that shows a budgeted amount in column b.

Column e - Number of Families:  Enter the number of families who will be assisted through each activity that shows a budgeted amount in column b.

Line 1 - Development:  This line is a heading for lines 1.a. and 1.b.

Line 1.a.1. – Rental – 1. Construction of new units:  Enter the requested information for the construction of new rental units.

Line 1.a.2. – Rental – 2. Acquisition:  Enter the requested information for the acquisition of new rental units.

Line 1.a.3. – Rental – 3. Rehabilitation:  Enter the requested information for the rehabilitation of rental units.

Line 1.b.1. - Homeownership – 1. Construction of new units:  Enter the requested information for the construction of new homeownership units.

Line 1.b.2. - Homeownership – 2. Acquisition:  Enter the requested information for the acquisition of homeownership units.

Line 1.b.3. - Homeownership – 3. Rehabilitation:  Enter the requested information for the rehabilitation of homeownership units.

Line 2 - Housing Services:  Enter the requested information for housing services.  Housing services include the provision of housing-related services for affordable housing, such as housing counseling in connection with rental or homeownership assistance; establishment and support of resident organizations and resident management corporations; energy auditing; activities related to the provision of self-sufficiency and other services; and other services related to assisting owners, tenants, contractors, and other entities participating or seeking to participate in other housing activities assisted pursuant to Section 810 of the Hawaiian Homelands Homeownership Act of 2000.

Line 3 - Housing Management Services:  Enter the requested information for housing management services.  Housing management services include the provision of management services for affordable housing including preparation of work specifications, loan processing, inspections, tenant selection, management of tenant-based rental assistance, and management of affordable housing projects.

Line 4 - Crime Prevention and Safety:  Enter the requested information for crime prevention and safety activities.  Crime prevention and safety activities include the provision of safety, security, and law enforcement measures and activities appropriate to protect residents of affordable housing from crime.

Line 5 - Model Activities (specify below):  Housing activities under model programs are activities that are designed to carry out the purposes of the Hawaiian Homelands Homeownership Act of 2000. Note:  The Secretary must approve model activities.  Listing a model activity on this table does not constitute Secretarial approval.

Line 5.a  - Enter the name of the model activity in column a.  In columns b, c, d, and e, enter the requested information for the model activity.

Line 6 - Planning and Administration:  Enter the requested information for planning and administration.  Planning and administration expenses are defined in the Interim Rule.

Line 7 - Total:  Enter the totals of lines 1 through 6 in columns b, c, d, and e.
