 Development Act of 1992, Authority to Provide Preferences for

 Elderly Residents and Units for Disabled Residents in Certain

 Section 8 Assisted Housing

      The Housing and Community Development Act of 1992 ('92 Act)

 stipulates that the Department will issue regulations

 implementing Subtitle D of Title VI within 6 months from the date

 of enactment (i.e., April 28, 1993).  This notice informs owners

 that the Department will not be issuing a final regulation in

 time to meet this deadline.  The Department intends to publish

 proposed regulations in the Federal Register for public comment

 in the near future.

       The Office of Housing has had numerous inquiries about

 whether Section 657 is self implementing absent a HUD regulation

 to implement it.  Section 657 states:

       If an owner of any covered section 8 housing project

       designed primarily for occupancy by elderly families

       does not give preference in occupancy to elderly

       families as authorized in this subtitle, then elderly

       families (as such term was defined in section 3 of the

       United States Housing Act of 1937 before the date of

       the enactment of this Act) shall be eligible for

       occupancy in such housing to the same extent that such

       families were eligible before the date of the enactment

       of this Act.

       The Department has determined that Section 657 is not self

 implementing and will require regulations to become effective.

 Owners must follow Chapter 2 of Handbook 4350.3, which reflects

 the existing policy on occupancy in assisted housing.  We will

 revise Chapter 2 after regulations are published to implement the

 '92 Act to the extent such regulations affect Chapter 2.
