  Notice H 97-02, issued January 28, 1997, provides

instructions applicable to the Department's FY 1997 policy for

projects required by statute to complete a Comprehensive Needs

Assessment (CNA).  The statute required that 100% of eligible

projects complete a CNA by September 30, 1997.  Until such time

as the Department receives 100% compliance from eligible

project owners, CNA's will continue to be required.  This

Notice requires owners that have not completed and submitted a

CNA to do so in FY 1998.

  The Department is developing a new inspection protocol

which may result in modifications being made to the CNA process

or requirement.  However, until such time as these

modifications are made, offices should follow the Procedures

outlined in HUD Notice H 97-02.
